1 Homework problems will be assigned after each lecture. Generally, homework is due
once per week on Thursday.

Lab Report Policy

Lab reports are to be done on an indiwidual basis, though lab work will be done in groups
of three. Labs take up 10% of your final grade. There are three components to your overall
lab grade:

e Prelab report. Prelab reports are meant to encourage thinking through the lab before
actually doing the lab. A photocopy of your pre-lab resport should be kept, but the
original is due at the time you perform your lab. Prelab reports are expected to be
only 2 pages long, and will be guided in the pre-lab report assignment, given a week
before you perform the lab. It is meant to increase your efficiency in the lab.

e Lab Report. This is the final document on your entire lab experience. It will include
your prelab report, observations, results and FORMAL analysis/ scientific interpretation
of the physical.
