. Set the folded card on a flat
surface as shown below. Orient the card so
that the red panel reflects a little pinkish
light onto the white panel. You may have to
pinch crease A to make the angle between
the red and white sides small enough. View
the card steadily with one eye until the
card's geometry appears to change and
crease A goes from appearing concave to
convex. At this point, you may also see that
the white panel appears to be made of
pinkish material.
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
