The use of 2,2,6,6-tetramethylpiperidinyl-1-oxy (TEMPQ) systems to catalyze the oxidation of alcohols can avoid the use of hexavalent
chromium, co-catalysts such as sodium bromide, and solvents such as dichloromethane.
