Visitor information

As parking is limited and regulations are aggressively enforced,
visitors are strongly encouraged to use public transportation.

By public transportation, MBTA (“The T”) (@

A parking garage at Alewife Station (Routes 2 and 16 at the
Cambridge/Belmont/Arlington line) allows access to the Red Line
subway. Take the Red Line from Alewife Station in Cambridge or from
Park Street Station in Boston to Kendall/MIT Station or to the Central
Square Station, both of which are within walking distance of MIT. There
is regular MBTA bus (#1) service along Massachusetts Avenue from
MIT to Boston and Harvard Square.

From Logan Airport by MBTA

To travel by subway, at Logan Airport take the airport shuttle bus

that runs to the Blue Line Subway Station. Take the Blue Line to the
Government Center Station and go upstairs to board the Green Line
Trolley to Park Street. At Park Street Station go downstairs to board the
Red Line Subway going outbound towards Alewife and exit at Kendall/
MIT or Central Square Station.
