Track: VOICING

"Contrary to stereotypical beliefs we did actually see more of the boat than just the engines.  We took some time to appreciate the horn, pity we can’t play it for you."

At "engines" start fading in the first segment of MUSIC and bump right after "for you". Duck MUSIC and let it play at bed level.

Track: VOICING

WANK WANK, and I just thought, wow, I need to get that sound on tape.  So I started digging up my recorder throwing wires everywhere getting totally tangled up.
