6. FEMALE FOCUS GROUPS QUESTIONNAIRE

FEMALE FOCUS GROUP SELECTION PROCEDURE
	As discussed in the introductory section of these guidelines, once an enumerators’ team, consisting of three enumerators (two male and one female), enters into a community, they have to commence their activities by introducing themselves to the leading individual/individuals in the village and by explaining the purpose of their visit. The Feale Enumerator, in consultation with the village leaders, should determine the list of 8-12 leading women to participate in the female focus group and should lead the female focus group as well as the individual interviews with each female focus group participant.

The section below provides guidelines on the selection procedure and participant sampling relating to the female focus group. It also provides question-to-question guidance on the focus group questionnaire as well as the individual questionnaire that will be administered to the female participants. 
The enumerator should do her best to complete the female focus group session and as many of the female individual interviews on the first day of surveying. If the enumerator determines she does not have enough time to finish conducting all the individual interviews on that day, she should schedule specific appointment times on the following day with each and every one of the remaining participants and complete the remaining interviews then.

This questionnaire will be put forth to leading females in the village through a focus group discussion. 

The enumerator should convene a meeting of leading women in the village. These women are most certainly likely to be related (wives, daughters, etc.) to male power holders in the village. They could be— but don’t necessarily have to be— the wives and/or daughters or relatives of the village shura members and where no such shura exists of the headman (Malik, Arbab, or Karyadar) and other local powerholders in the village, such as the controller of irrigation (Mirab or Khadadar), major landowners (Khan, Zamindar, Beg, Sardar, Nawab, or Arbab), religious leaders (Ulema, Mullah, Talib, Qazi, Sufi, Mukhi, Mukhiyana), commander (Mujahed), and tribal elders (‘White Beards’). Please limit the size of the focus group to no fewer than 8 and no more than 12 women.

The Female Enumerator should convene the group of women in a location of their choice and should make provisions for the male relatives escorting the women. The male relatives should be kept in a separate room so as to guarantee that the women’s privacy is not infringed upon.  Additionally, the male relatives should not be allowed to express or dictate opinions and answers to the questions asked to the women in the focus group—that is to say male relatives should be accommodated to guarantee that women participate in the focus group but they should not be allowed to participate in the focus group or inconvenience/intimidate any of the focus groups participants.




SECTION 0: INTERVIEW CODES
	ALL questions in Section 0, EXCEPT 0.5, 0.6 and 0.8 should be completed prior to the start of the Focus Group session.


	0.01
	Record the date of the interview (month/day) in the 2007 calendar year. Do not record the date in the Afghani year of 1386.  For example if the date is 20th August, then enter “08” in the MONTH response field and “20” in the DAY response field. If you are unsure of how to record the date using the English calendar, please ask your assigned Supervisor for guidance. Please do not record dates according to the Afghan calendar.

	Enter the Enumerator Code provided to you by the Vulnerability Analysis Unit following the completion of the Training Schedule in Kabul. Please make sure you know and have memorized your Enumerator Code before you leave Kabul to begin work on the Baseline Survey.  

	0.03
	Enter the Supervisor Code provided to you by the Vulnerability Analysis Unit. Please note that the Supervisor Code may change during the Baseline Survey if your supervisor changes. Please use the Supervisor Code for the Supervisor that is assigned to your Enumeration Team for the village that you are surveying. If you are unsure of the Supervisor Code, please check with the assigned Supervisor.

	0.04
	Indicate the total number of women who were summoned/showed up to participate in the focus group. This entry should be equal to the sum of “Yes,” and “No,” entries in CF0.1

	0.05
	Record the number of women who agree to participate in the focus group and agree to be re-interviewed in subsequent years. This entry should be identical to the “Yes” entry in CF0.3

	0.06
	Record the number of participants who participated in the focus group from beginning to end. This allows for the possibility of some participants deciding to drop out of the focus group before the end of the session.

	0.07
	Record the exact time at which the focus group interview begins. This is the time where everyone gets assembled and you start asking the consent of the women present to participate. In order to do this, please ensure that you have a working watch and that it is set at the correct time before leaving Kabul. At the end of the Training Schedule in Kabul, the head of the Vulnerability Analysis Unit, Dr. Amanullah Assil, will ask all enumerators and supervisors to synchronize their watches. Please make sure that you set your watch to the time specified by Dr. Assil. If you suspect that your watch is not working correctly, please contact your Supervisor.

	0.08
	End time of interview is the time all participants have provided a response to the last question on section 6.

	0.09 – 0.14
	Province name, province code, district name, district code, village name, and village code are all pre-filled on your questionnaire. You need to be sure that you are filling in the correct pre-filled questionnaire for the village, district, and province that you are working in.  These entries should be consistent with the entries in questions 0.06-0.11 of “SECTION 0: INTERVIEW CODES” of the Male Head of Household Questionnaire conducted in the same village, as well as 0.10-0.15 from the Male Focus Group Questionnaire conducted in that same village. 
If for any reason you lose the questionnaire for this village, blank questionnaires will be available, where you will have to manually fill in province, district and community details. In that case be very careful to maintain the consistency and accuracy of the relevant codes across your questionnaires.

	0.15 – 0.16
	Enter alternate village names if applicable. If you find out that the village is referred to by a name or names other than the name listed in the pre-filled response listed in Question 0.13, these should be recorded here. These entries should be consistent with the entries in questions 0.12-0.13 of “SECTION 0: INTERVIEW CODES” of the Male Head of Household Questionnaire and 0.16-0.17 of the Male Focus Group Questionnaire conducted in the same village.

	0.17– 0.18
	Village Entrance Latitude and Village Entrance Longitude should be recorded from a GPS reading taken at the point of entry into the village. This GPS reading must be taken at the entrance to the village, which is defined by the position of the first dwelling encountering while travelling along the road used to enter the village. This GPS coordinate reading must be recorded precisely and must be the same on all Teleforms for that village. Please ensure that you know how to use the GPS meter before the end of the Training Schedule in Kabul. If you encounter any problems with your GPS meter while administering the Baseline Survey, please contact your Supervisor.

	0.19 – 0.20
	Location Latitude and Location Longitude should be recorded from a GPS reading taken at the entrance to the house, dwelling, or compound where the focus group is to take place.

	0.21
	Please record the relevant location where the focus group will be held. If “Field in Village,” or “Field outside Village,” proceed to question 0.23. If “Other” please describe.

	0.22
	If meeting is in building, dwelling, or compound, code the type of building. If “Other” please describe.

	0.23
	Write the name of the focus group leader or of the woman that appears to be the most important person at the focus group gathering, the more senior woman to whom other women appear to differ.

	0.24
	Enter the age of the woman listed in question 0.23. If she does not remember her age, she should be probed to provide an approximate age.  Ask her how old she was when some landmark historical event (such as the Soviet Invasion of Afghanistan) took place. 

	0.25
	Enter the address of the woman listed in question 0.23. If there is no exact street name, please provide landmark locations that are in the vicinity of the leading woman’s area of residence. 

	0.24
	Enter the phone number of the woman listed in question 0.21. If she has both a land line and a mobile line ask her at which number she can most easily be reached, and enter that number. If she does not have her own phone number, a phone number of a male relative can be entered instead. 


IMPORTANT NOTE ON HOW TO FILL OUT THE QUESTIONNAIRE
	For questions where answer box has “|__|__|” in far right column, count participants who gave the corresponding answers and record that number in the column next to the relevant answer. If respondents disagree on an answer, mark “disagreement” and record all the different responses of participants, counting the number of participants who give each of the responses in the far right column. Some questions have a coded list of responses. If a response does not match any of the listed categories, select “Other” and write in the response. 


SECTION CF: CONSENT FORM

	When you gather the female focus group participants in the room where the focus group will be conducted and you are ready to introduce the survey be sure to explain it by reading the following script:


	“Hello. My name is _____________ and I am a member of the Afghan Vulnerability Analysis Unit from Kabul that is trying to find out more about conditions in this and other villages across the province. Our focus is specifically on development and aid programs in Afghanistan.”

	“We are interested in finding out this information so that we can learn more about how development activities over the past years have changed conditions in the villages. It is very important that we find out what the women of the village feel about these issues, which is why we have asked you all to meet today. Thank you very much for your time.”

	“We would like to ask you a few questions about you and the conditions in the village. Please understand that all responses in the interview will be kept confidential and that neither your name nor any information provided by you will be shared with anyone in the village or with anyone else outside the village other than the team responsible for doing the research. We will also ask all of you to respect the privacy of other participants and to not repeat anything that is discussed here outside of the focus group session. This way we can ensure that everyone’s answers are kept confidential.”

	“We would truly appreciate your participation in this focus group and subsequent short individual interviews, but need to make clear that participation is voluntary and there is no need to answer any questions.  I will ask you questions about your family, your village, and your views of local government. Please note that this focus group will have no effect on the amount of assistance given to your village, or to your family.  If you wish to end your participation at any time, you may do so.”

	After reading this script, please turn to “SECTION CF: CONSENT FORM” and get ready to record the participants’ responses. Begin with Question CF.01:

	“Do you agree to participate in this focus group and in a short individual interview that will follow?” Those who agree please raise your hand.

	End interview with women who say “No”, and thank them for their time. Kindly ask those women who have declined to participate to leave the room. Enter the number of consenting individuals as well as the number of women that refused to participate and continue with Question CF.02:

	“In order to understand how conditions in the village are changing over time, we hope to interview all of you again after one year and then again after two years. Do you agree to participate in these interviews again in subsequent years? Those who agree please raise your hand.”

	The enumerator should count and enter the total number of women who have agreed to participate in the following years and ask them to sit down. She should also count the number of women who do not agree to participate in interviews in the following years and enter that number. Women who declined to be interviewed in subsequent years should be asked NOT to participate in the focus group discussion. Continue with Question CF.03:

	CF.03
	“In order to help us find you after one year and then again after two years, it is important that we record your names. For the following questions, I will be asking everyone separately to provide me with an answer. I will start with the person to the right of me and move round the group. Please wait for your turn to answer the question. What is your name?”

	Ask the following questions to each person in the focus group beginning with the woman seated to your right who will be considered “PERSON 1” and whose information should be entered as such in the relevant table. The person seated to the right of “PERSON 1” is “PERSON 2” etc. Enter the names of participants in the relevant table but also record the number of those who refuse to provide their names. If any women refuse to provide their names they should be politely asked not to participate in the focus group. It is very important that the participants maintain the same seating arrangement throughout the focus group session.  The enumerator should number the seats to have a clear sense of the sitting order. From now on, when individual responses for each participant are required, they should be entered in the same order. 

	CF.04
	“Do you or someone in the household have a landline phone or mobile phone? [IF YES] May I record this phone number? This is just to help people from the research team find you after one year and then again after two years in order to carry out the follow-up interviews.”

	If the woman has either a landline phone or a mobile phone record the number with the relevant area code. If she has both a landline phone and a mobile phone record the number at which is can be most easily reached. If she does not have a phone number but one of her male relatives has a phone number enter the phone number of the male relative. If neither the woman nor any of her male relatives have phone numbers Select Response “1” – No Phone. If the respondent has a phone number but she does not wish to share the number, select Response “2” – Refuse to Answer. Enter response for each participant in the order they are seated, starting from right to left. Once every woman has given her response, proceed to Question CF.05:

	CF.05
	“Did a male relative accompany you to this focus group? [IF YES] What is his name?”

	Please enter the name of the male relative accompanying the female respondent in as much detail as possible. If more than one male relative accompanied some of the female respondents, please enter the name of the most senior male relative. If the respondent was unaccompanied or only accompanied by a female relative mark 1 “No Male Relative.” If the female respondent was accompanied but refused to provide the name of her chaperone, mark 2 “Refuse to Provide.”

	    CF.06
	“What is your address? May I record this address so that we can locate you for the focus groups in subsequent years?”

	Enter response for each participant in the order they are seated, starting from right to left. If there is no street name or number, address could be descriptive, making reference to a location landmark that is close to the participant’s dwelling. For example, next to the mosque, by the river etc. 

	Upon full completion of the consent form/participants table enter the total number of women who consented to participate from the “Yes” entry of question CF.03 of this form into question 0.05 of “SECTION 0: INTERVIEW CODES.” Then proceed to read the following script. 

	“If you have any questions about this research or any questions or complaints about your rights as a participant please feel free to contact the individuals listed on this card. On this card there is the name and phone number of my supervisor at the Vulnerability Analysis Unit in Kabul. In addition, there is also the name and phone number of a Non-Governmental Organization working in this district.” 

	“SECTION CF: CONSENT FORM” is now finished. Please set this form aside and turn to “SECTION 1: BASIC INFORMATION” in preparation for the administration of the next part of the questionnaire.


SECTION 1: BASIC INFORMATION
	Introduce this section by reading the following script:

	“In this first section, I wish to gain some basic information about you. If you don’t feel comfortable providing an answer to any of these questions, please just say “Refuse to Answer”.”

	After reading this script, please turn to “SECTION 1: BASIC INFORMATION” and get ready to record the respondent’s responses. Ask questions 1.01-1.06 to each woman in the focus group beginning with the woman seated to the right of the interviewer who is “PERSON 1” and whose information should be entered as such in the respective table. The person seated to the right of “PERSON 1” is “PERSON 2” etc. The order should be the same as that used in the Consent Form Table.  Please note that if any of the respondents does not want to provide an answer to a specific question, you should enter “Refuse to Answer” as the response. Begin with Question 1.01:

	“What is your age?”



	Please record the year of the respondents’s birth in the four blank boxes provided. Please record the year using Afghan or Islamic calendar (e.g., 1585). Do not use the western calendar. 

If a respondent cannot remember his age, please ask her to give you an approximate year. If the respondent cannot give you an approximate year, try to ask her how old she was at a time of a major historical event (such as the overthrow of King Zahir Shah). Ask her whether she was born at the time of a major historical event and, if she was, how old she was at that time (was in primary school, high school, married or unmarried). Based on this information, attempt to estimate the respondent’s age.

If after asking a respondent to estimate her age based on major historical events, she still does not know, mark the bubble corresponding to “Don’t Know”. If the respondent does not want to tell you his age, mark the bubble corresponding to “Refuse to Answer”.

	“Are you married?

	If the respondent is divorced or a widow enter “No.”

	1.03
	“Do you have any children? [IF YES] How many children do you have?”

	Only children that are still alive should be entered.

	“What is your job or profession?”

	Use codes provided in Occupation Card and enter responses accordingly. When asking this question, please have the “Occupation Code Card” in front of you so that you can quickly locate the occupation or income-generating activity that most closely matches the answer given by the respondent. Once you have located the occupation or income-generating activity that most closely matches the answer of the respondent, record the two-letter code corresponding to that occupation or income-generating activity in the two blank boxes provided. If the code is less than 10, please be sure to write-in both “0” and the number – for example, |  0  |  5  |. Please be sure to write-in these numbers clearly and carefully so that they can be read easily by the Teleform machine in Kabul.

If the individual claims to have no occupation, ask her about the source of her income or where her food comes from. Once she has given her answer, find the occupation or income-generating activity which most closely matches the answer and write-in the code which corresponds to this answer. 

 If “Other” write in the name of income generating activity.

If the respondent does not wish to provide any information about his occupation or source of income and/or food, mark the bubble corresponding to “Refuse to Answer”.

	“What is the highest level of schooling you have obtained? [01] No Education, [02] Primary School, [03] Secondary School, or [04] University? 

	This question tries to ascertain the highest level of schooling attained by the focus group participants. If the participants are not sure of the response, ask them how many grades they completed at school/how many years they went to school and code the answer accordingly, based on the numbers provided above. 

If the individual completed primary school or received some primary school education, but did not attend high school at all, mark the bubble corresponding to “Primary School”. If the individual completed high school or received some high school education, but did not attend university at all, mark the bubble corresponding to “High School”. If the individual completed university or received some university education, mark the bubble corresponding to “University”. If the respondent answers “Madrassa” or indicates that his highest level of formal education came from some other religious authority, please mark the bubble corresponding to “Madrassa”. If the respondent indicates that she has never received any formal education and does not mention that she has attended a Madrassa or received another form of religious education, mark the bubble corresponding to “Did Not Attend School”.

If the respondent does not understand the meaning of the question, even after you have given an explanation, or does not know what the highest level of formal education she has received, mark the bubble corresponding to “Don’t Know.” If the individual does not wish to provide an answer, please mark the bubble corresponding to “Refuse to Answer”.

I’d like you to all think about the questions I ask and  provide the answer that you think is best.”

Healer or Hakim refers to individuals providing primary treatment or advice for illness in the community. They have no institutional education or formal training on treatment or medical science, but they knowledge and can offer practical treatment for basic diseases.
If a respondent tells that people seek treatment from more than one person/outlet, please mark all that apply. If ALL responses are in one or a combination of the following options “No Source of Treatment,” “Don’t Know,” or “Refuse to Answer,” proceed to 2.18.
