Corporation members assigned by the Chairman of the Corporation, one of whom chairs the committee, 6 

Presidential nominees nominated by the President of MIT and 6 alumni nominees.  Operating as advisory groups 
to the Corporation, Visiting Committees afford the Corporation, Senior Administration, Faculty, and Students 
appraisal, advice and insight on each academic department and on certain major activities at the Institute.   Meet-
ings  provide faculty and students with opportunities to contribute to the governance of MIT, and they encourage 
stimulating and highly valued reviews.  Important changes in departmental and Institute policy have resulted 
from visiting committee recommendations.
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
