So you’ve raced Fitchburg and Working Man’s as a tune-up, and you’re ready for the big enchilada?  Enter the 2001 NEBC Club Championships!  The omnium format, as in the recent past, will be based on points.  You must be a club member to participate in the road race and criterium, and if you raced in 2001, you must have raced for NEBC at least once (you may have raced for another team too).  The winner of each category will have the most GC points at the end of three events. The time-trial time will break any ties on points.  Pre-registrants will receive a bonus GC point, and each stage may also offer a subjective bonus point.  Places will go 3 deep in each category.   Cost is $20 for the entire series.  We will require signed waivers from all participants.

Directions to race locations:

Concord Time Trial: 

Merrimack Road Race: 
Route 3 North to exit 10 "Industrial Ave."  Left on Industrial Ave to end.

Left on Continental Boulevard

Right at the first light onto Camp Sargent Road (on your left is Contra Way/Fidelity Investments).  Camp Sargent becomes Tinker Road

At the three-way intersection, Tinker Road bears left.  Bear right and then turn right onto Naticook Road

After a slight uphill, Naticook bears right and Peaslee continues straight.  Bear right continuing on Naticook.

1/2 mile on the right is "Wasserman Park".  Park there.  

Start/finish will be on Naticook Road outside of Wasserman Park (far enough away from the cars.)

Devens Crit:
Route 2 West.  Exit 37B: Jackson Road/Devens.  Follow Jackson Road to end.  Left onto Givry Rd.  Immediate right onto Sherman Rd.  First left, onto Grant Rd.  Park at Sports Arena on left.  Then ride your bike 0.4 mile down Grant Rd. to Cedar Rd.
