What are a couple of the facts you found most interesting?

Summary:

Either this is one very homogeneous group, or most of them found it necessary to copy the survey responses of their peers (this becomes more obvious in later questions).  Frequently cited facts are: 

20% richest people consume 75% of the natural resources

Space and water heating account for 75% of household bill.

1 in 4 adults in the world cannot read or write
35% of teenagers have a TV in their room

One student who did not copy from his peers responded positively to the “WOW” facts.

What age group do you think the guide is best for (for example, 16-20 year olds)?

Summary:

Aside from those directing this to senior citizens, reviewers thought the guide would be best targeted at those around 17 to 25 years old.  This nearly matches the intent of UNEP (18-24 yo).  One caveat pointed out, which seems true even in this sample, is that there is a lot of reading, and for younger audiences around 17 or 18, only those with some interest in the topic will come away with more information.

Summary:

The pictures were an overall favorite, as were the quotes.  Over and over, the reviewers said there was too much reading.  This is interesting, since most of them did not agree that the guide was “too long to be effective” in the first part of the survey.

Summary:

The identical surveys showed a very good point here – discussing physical fitness and fast food consumption certainly has a place in the guide.  Fast food consumption touches on fitness, moderation of consumption, multi-national corporations, environmental destruction, and other topics.  Fitness is perhaps a convincing way to approach the moderation and choice of food consumption.
