Project Report – Manioc Grater
Project Objective

To incorporate the grating surface which Shannon brought into some kind of mechanism, so it can be tested and used for grating Manioc.
Project Plan

I would like the students to build an axle for the grating surface after we leave, and then either connect some pedals or a handle so it can be rotated easily.

What Data are we collecting

We should know how much manioc (per week?) is grated.  A rough estimate could be calculated using the photos Amy Smith took in Ghana, of people doing grating by hand.
What resources are we using/will we need

An axle, and a way to fix the grater to the axle.

Either a handle or pedals

A flywheel (could be a block of concrete as Shannons, or a geared metal wheel like on the grater in some settlements already)
A feed hopper, to hold the manioc while grating, so you don’t have to push it with your hand

What are the obstacles (are they general or specific to here)?

Materials (metal and concrete) are all expensive, and if there was a way to build the whole thing from waste material that would be good.  Can we make it from palm leaves for example?

How can the project be kept going?
