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HENRY PAUL TALBOT

SIENRY PAUL TALBOT was born in Boston on May 15,

p 1864. His bovhood, however, was spent in Holliston,
Mass.. where he attended the public schools and graduated
from the High School in 1881, The following autumn he
entered the Institute with the intention of taking Course
V-g, as it was then called, the option leading to Industrial Chemistry.
This plan he eventually carried out, and graduated with the well-
known class of 1883, whose active interest in '|‘t'('||lm|u;_:‘}‘ affairs has
placed its members foremost among the alumni.

Upon graduation Mr. Talbot was offered an abtractive commer-
cial position; but since he had always been much interested in teach-
ing,—even in school-days.—he chose to accept an assistantship in
Analytical Chemistry. In this capacity he remained at the Insti-
tute for two years, at the end of which time he was made an
instructor,

In 1888 he resigned his instructorship to go to Germany. He
studied for two years at the University of Leipsic under Professor
Johannes Wislicenus, and on August 4, 1890, took his doctor’s degree
“Summa cum Laude.”

In the fall of 1890 he returned to the Institute to resume his
duties as instructor in Analytical Chemistry. He was married to Miss
Frances Emma Dukehart, of Baltimore, Maryvland, on the seventeenth
of June, 1891. Dr. Talbot rose rapidly from his instructorship, and
during the succeeding ten vears was constantly advanced. After the
resignation of Professor Thomas M. Drown, then in charge of the
Department of Chemistry, to become President of Lehigh University,
Professor Talbot was made responsible for the business and most of
the other affairs of the Department of Chemistry and Chemical
Engineering. Although virtually in charge, he was not officially
flmmintwl head of the department until 1901, This position Professor
l'albot still holds.

During his administration the courses have undergone many
desirable changes. The most important of these is the conversion
of the course in Chemical Engineering from a course designed prima-
rily for the training of an engineer with some knowledge of chemistry,
to one which provides for the training of a chemist with some knowl-
edge of the fundamentals of engineering. As a branch of the de-
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partmental work, the organization of the Research Laboratory of
Applied Chemistry was due in a great measure to Dr. Talbot’s interest
in the undertaking.

Much of Professor Talbot’s published work has been along chem-
ical lines, and includes, besides his doetor’s thesis, his * Quantitative
Chemical Analysis,” a small book on the * Electrolytic Dissociation
Theory,” “A Bibliography of the Analytical Chemistry of Man-
ganese,” and minor papers, chiefly in the field of Analytical Chem-
istrv.  In addition to this he has delivered and published a number
of addresses on various educational topies, including the teaching of
chemistry in technical schools and the relations of such schools to the
secondary schools.

Professor Talbot is a member of numerous scientific societies, in
which he has oceupied many positions of honor and importance. In
the American Chemical Society he has taken a very active part,
being a member of its Couneil from 1898 and of its Board of Editors
from 1890 to the present time; chairman of the Division of Inorganic
and Physical Chemistry, 1900-11, and of the Section on Chemical
Education, 1908-11, as well as a member of numerous important
committees. Among the offices held by Dr. Talbot may be men-
tioned: Fellow of the American Academy of Arts and Seciences and
Chairman of the Committee in charge of the C. M. Warren Research
Fund: and Fellow of the American Association for the Advancement
of Science, of which association he was Vice-President and Chairman
of the Section of Chemistry. In addition he holds membership in
various other societies of lesser importance.

On educational questions Professor Talbot has long been recog-
nized as an authority. For several years he was Chief Examiner
in Chemistry for the College Entrance Examination Board, and is
at present a member of a commission to revise the college entrance
requirement in chemistry.

It is to his work as a teacher, however, that Professor Talbot’s
most devoted service and interest is given. In spite of the many
details of departmental administration, he has personally given the
lectures in Inorganic Chemistry to the First Year Class since 1902,
and through his kindly personal interest he has placed himself in a
position unusually close to the student body.

Primarily a teacher, yet active in the advancement of science,
Professor Talbot is a true representative of the type of man of which
the Institute may justly be proud.

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CIVIL ENGINEERING SUMMER CAMP

FTER almost six vears of the most earnest work on the part
of several members of the Faculty and of loyval alumni, the
Technology Summer Camp of Surveyving has become a
i reality. Those undergraduates who were fortunate enough
to attend it during the past summer are firm in the opinion that the
“Little Technology™ in East Machias, Maine, is the hest of its kind
in the world. As a token of appreciation, the students have named
the main building Bemis Hall, in honor of Mr. Albert F. Bemis, "93,
to whose earnest efforts the success of the camp is largely due, and

with whom the students had opportunity to become acquainted dur-
ing his visit at the camp. The efforts of all others concerned are as
fully appreciated, and Technology men may well feel proud of the
results of their work.

The camp site consists of some seven hundred acres of land bor-
dering on Gardner Lake in Washington County, Maine. The build-
ings and tents are situated on a steep bluff overlooking the lake.
This location is indeed a delightful place in which to spend the sum-
mer months; and, in addition, it gives ample opportunity for the va-
rious branches of surveying offered in the eurriculum. The buildings
are modern in every respect, and fully equipped to meet all require-
ments. For lighting purposes a complete Blaugas system has been
installed, which, used in connection with ordinary inverted mantles,
gives not the faintest suspicion that the camp is located many miles
from modern city conveniences. Sewage disposal is cared for by the
Imhoff process, considered far superior to any other method for this
purpose.  The tents, each of which was occupied by two men, are nine
by twelve feet in dimension, and are provided with the usual camp
equipment.

Although the course was optional last vear, seventy-two students
from the civil, mining, and sanitary engineering courses were enrolled
for the term, lasting from August seventh until September twenty-
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sixth. The general oversight of the work was in charge of Professor
Spofford, while Professors Allen, Burton, Robbins, Russell, Breed, and
Hosmer, with six assistants, constituted the instructing staff. The
commissary department was most ably cared for by Steward Colton
and his assistants.

The *day.” according to the eamp schedule, began at half-past
six in the morning, when reveille was sounded. The working hours
ran from eight until five-thirty, with the noon hour free for lunch.
Dinner was served at six, and then the student’s time was his own
until the bugle sounded quarters at ten o’clock, when every man was
required to be in his tent. At ten-thirty, taps brought the day to

a close.  On Saturdays, work was suspended after twelve-thirty r.u.,
leaving a half-day for pleasure.

The government of the student body was left almost entirely in
the hands of the students themselves, only a few necessary rules being
laid down by the Faculty. A constitution was drawn up with the
idea of aiding future classes in organizing, since the term is almost too
short to allow of the development of a new system each year. One
of the important clauses of this constitution was that relating to
the upkeep of the quarters. This required that the tents of both
Faculty and students should be inspected every day, the work being
assigned to each instructor and student for at least one day during
the term. Each night, a report showing the condition of the indi-
vidual tents was posted on the bulletin board, with suggestions for
improvement. No distinction was made between the student body
and the Faculty, the latter being required to maintain the same
standard as the former. The constitution further provided for the
various officers and committees to carry out the government and
entertainment.

It might be supposed that the evenings and holidays would hang
heavily on the students’ hands in a location far from the customary
forms of diversion. Such was not the case, however, for the majority
of the evenings were spent in preparation for a minstrel show given
in the town hall of East Machias, at which a sum of ninety dollars
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was cleared for a fund to purchase boats for the use of the students.
In athletics the camp was represented by a baseball team, which
played several games on Saturday afternoons, and succeeded in
winning all but one of these. This last, a twelve-inning game, re-
sulted in a tie score with the Jonesboro team, champions of the
county.

On the morning of Labor Day, a water earnival and field sports
constituted the programme. A large silver loving-cup has been
donated by Charles Slocum Gardiner, "14, as a trophy for these sports,
the man receiving the greatest number of points in each year’s meet
to have his name engraved upon the cup.  On the afternoon of Labor
Day there was a reception for the people of East Machias, and the
fellows endeavored to return to the hest of their ability the hospitality
of their guests, who had shown them every attention and the greatest
cordiality. - The drafting-room was cleared out, and an informal
dance followed, during which a buffet luncheon was served.

Several of the fellows availed themselves of the opportunity for
week-end trips through the chain of lakes in the vicinity, and searcely
a Saturday afternoon passed without several parties departing for
canoe and walking trips.

On the last evening in camp, every one congregated in Bemis
Hall, sang songs, and discussed the seven weeks just passed; and, as
a fitting close, all joined in smoking the pipe of peace and singing
the Stein Song. Then a parade was hurriedly formed, and the fellows
marched from one end of the camp to the other, cheering evervthing

that came into view, until the sound of taps called every one to extin-
guish the lights for the last time in the first term of Technology’s
greal camp.

1T WILL be my endeavor, ladies and gentlemen, to give you
' a brief insight in this course of lectures into life among

The Fourteeners are a warlike tribe. 1 secured this picture at
the famous naval battle of Fiel Dday.

Next week we will follow the Fourteeners through another year in
their country.

Lecrure IL.—“THE FOURTEENERS"—Continued

For those of you who followed me in the previous lecture on the
Fourteeners, no introduction to the country or the people will be
necessary, so I will proceed at once to show you photographs secured
in 1911 and 1912.

I show you this first slide merely to recall to your memories the
appearance of the land and the people, for a year has made but little
change in them, as you will see, although the pestilence has left a more
determined and grim expression in many cases. Their style of dress
has changed but little, and their habits only slightly. A glance at
the right-hand side of the slide will show you this latter change.
There they flock into Admac Lachlan’s stronghold, and grin with
childish glee as the fair damsels pass out trinkets in exchange for
gold. The spirit of chivalry is upon them, and King Arthur's court is
in danger of losing all prestige in the world of chivalry.

You are now looking upon that ill-fated battlefield of Field Day
at the time of the memorable battle with the new and powerful rivals,
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the Fifteeners. 1 prize this picture highly, for, although there was
considerable warfare during the course of the year, I was unable to
secure many pictures, because the tribe had grown wiser and ohjected
to my prowling about their camps. Furthermore, this picture shows
the outcome of the battle almost at a glance. There at the head of
the right wing stands Prince Guething, who was shortly afterward

The campaign, so inauspiciously opened on this occasion, was
more successful than that of the preceding year, for the vietories of
Indoorm Eet and Ba Seball were repeated, while new honors were
won at Ba Sketball and Cros Scountry.

Before this I have said nothing of religion among the Fourteeners,
for in my first year among them they were too wild and savage to en-
tertain such thoughts. However, they have since developed a mosl
strange religious sect.  This slide shows the interior of their chapel,
with a group of natives bowed down in devout worship before their
maost prominent deity, the great god Bud. There are several minor
deities, but all are inconspicuous compared with this one. Their high
priestess, Fatima, is visible heneath the cloud of smoke rising from
the burning incense. They are very devoted to this priestess, and
burn hundreds of incense sticks stamped with her effigy.

You are now looking upon a view of the greatest religious festival
of the vear. It was a festival of not only the Fourteeners, but of all
the other tribes of Technologium, and commemorated the christening
of the heir apparent Al Umnif Und, who is destined to do for Tech-
nologium what Annette Kellerman has done for physical culture.
The godfather of this wonderful prodigy is a man whose name begins
with 5 and ends with H, and in their country is pronounced **Smith.”

On the contrary, yvou might mistake them for the models of that
famous modern artist, H. Schaffner Marx, of the House of Kuppen-
heimer.

will notice that almost every one carries a dark smudge on his upper

we have a slide which shows this tendeney admirably. It is the home
of Mr. Charleswirth, the German consul. He entertains extensively,
and the natives gather there in countless numbers to partake of his

My final slide shows a number of the natives departing on a pil-
grimage to the great shrine of Wellesley, their goddess of love.

To this end they venture out in swarms to the
great shrine bevond the setting sun, where they do homage to the
beautiful princesses who guard the shrine.  The season of worship here
is now at its height, and I regret that I have no slides to show you
how ardently they perform those duties; but, if you are interested,
drop into the Somerset on the evening of April eighteenth, and see for
yourself the Fourteeners in their element.

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JOKING back upon Technology’s athletic record of the
| past year, we find that, although our teams have not
/| always met with victory, the athletic season has been
g one of which we may be justly proud. Handicapped
" by lack of time for training,—a disadvantage which In-
stitute athletes cannot avoid,—the men on the various teams have
shown interest and enthusiasm which cannot but lead to gratifying
results.

The track season u|1-(-||{~|1 with the 1914-1915 Meet at the I"if‘lli,
which was followed one week later by the Spring Meet. From the
showing made in these two preliminary meets, Coach Kanaly was
enabled to choose the men whom he could develop to best advantage
for the more important competitions later.

The Brown-Technology Meet was the first indication of the
strength of our Track Team. This dual meet, featured by many
exciting finishes, was won by the close score of 64 to 61. Not until
the final event, the pole vault, had been jumped off, was it possible
to judge to whom should go the victory.

The New England Intercollegiate Meet, held at Springfield,
Massachusetts, pmw-fl to be a series of rl'[‘lr!'[i-hl‘l'iikillg |H‘I’fl IFIANCEes,
with the result that six new N. E. I. A. A. records were established.
The strong Dartmouth team had no difficulty in capturing first place
in the meet, and the real struggle was for second place. With a
margin of four points, Brown secured this position, while Technology
finished in third place. Wilkins came up to expectations by earning
a place in the 100-yard dash. Guething, after leading the field in
the 440, lost to MeLoughlin, of Holy Cross, by a few feet. Bylund and
Marceau took second and third, respectively, in the half-mile, while
Germain scored in the mile. Captain Dalrymple tied with Enright,
of Dartmouth, in the high jump with the bar at 6 feet, 7/16 inches,
thereby establishing a new record.

Our track season practically closed with this meet, although a
few members of the team were sent to Philadelphia to take part
in the I. C. A. A. A. A. Meet held there the following Saturday.
Germain placed in the half-mile, making our only score in this meet.

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ESAEATHER conditions which were in every respect ideal
brought out an unusually large attendance at the last
Field Day. Promptly on schedule time the two tug-o’-war
teams trotted out on the field to open the contest. The
teams lined up in short order, and with the report of the
starter’s gun the Sophomores got the jump on the less experienced
Freshmen. The latter were unable to stop the steady onward move-
ment of the opposing team, and the post marker was reached in record
time. The time for this pull was 23 4/5 seconds, the fastest in the
history of Field Day.

The football teams appeared on the field a few minutes later, and
soon took their positions for the kick-off. During the first quarter,
the play was evenly divided, and neither goal was in serious danger
of being crossed. It soon became evident that, although the two lines
were of equal strength, the Sophomore back-field was more aggressive
than that of the Freshmen. The second quarter also ended withoul
a score, and was featured by the hrilliant playing of Morse and
() Brien for the Second-Year men, as well as that of Murphy, Leeper,
and Maier for the Freshmen.

After the first half of the foothall game, came the relay race, which
proved to be one of the most exciting races ever run on Technology
Field. The Sophomores took
the lead at the start, bul
were unable to hold it long,
for the Freshmen were their
equals in speed, and so
throughout the race the lead
was continnally changing
hands, until in the final heat,
Captain Curtis, of the Sopho-
more team, started three
vards ahead of Adams, the
Freshman captain. On the
straight-away, Adams strug-
gled hard to pass his oppo-
nent, but failed, and Curtis
finished two vards ahead.
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The second pull of the tug-o’-war took place immediately after
the relay race, and the Freshman team, realizing that the loss of this
event would mean their defeat, put up a game fight. For a shorl
time it looked like a Freshman vietory, but the superior form of the
Sophomore team turned the tide, and again the Sophomores pulled
their opponents over the line.

In the third quarter of the football game, the Sophomore team re-
sorted more frequently to open style play. This change proved effec-
tive, for by a forward pass from Morse to Scully, the ball was brought
to the Freshman one-vard line, and Whiting made the first touchdown
of the game. O’Brien kicked the goal. Not contented with this score,
the Second Year men made two more touchdowns before the game
was called, bringing their total to 20, with no score by the Freshmen,

The Sophomores won the Field Day by the overwhelming score of
9 to 0, and thus put their class in the ranks of those that have been
fortunate enough to win two successive Field Days. Too much eredit
cannot be given this class for its enviable record.  Still, we must not
forget to give the lower class its share of the credit, for the score is
but a poor indication of the competition. The Freshman teams
fought hard for every event, and their showing in the relay race was,
indeed, phenomenal.

That it might
keep pace with the changing conditions of undergraduate life, it was re-edited
and the second edition printed.

A full-page picture of President Maclaurin, an historical sketch of the
Institute, and descriptions of the aims and requirements of the various
courses, form the first part of the book. The following sections deal with
the many sides of Undergraduate life. The social and class organizations,
the different athletic teams, Tech Show, the Musieal Clubs, the student
publications, and all the other parts of the extra-curriculum fabric are dealt
with from the point of view of the student. The information contained is
broad and accurate, making the book valuable to every one interested in
the Institute; but the greatest service that it renders is that of counsellor
and guide to the Freshman, bewildered, and trying to adjust himself to
“ways that are dark and tricks that are vain.”

“MONEY IN SIGHT”

ECH SHOW, 1918, is putting into action plans that have
been the dream of managers for the past few yvears. Gen-
il eral Manager Weeks has arranged for the customary two
LI Boston performances, but has made the innovation of
having them in the Boston Opera House on the afternoon and even-
ing of Thursday of Junior Week. The larger auditorium and the
evening performance will allow many more alumni and friends
to attend than in former years. The opening performance is at
Northampton on Friday evening, April 11. With the trip to
Malden and the first appearance of the Show in Providence, since
“William, Willie, and Bill”" went there in 1907, and one more out of
town performance not yet definitely arranged, this will be the biggest
vear in the history of the Show in number of performances and trips.

“Money in Sight,” the fifteenth annual Tech Show, is the work
of John Murray Hastings, ’13, and Edgar Menderson, '13. The
members of the Tappa Nu Keg Fraternity of Radwell College hear
from an alumnus in London, that he has recommended the chapter
house as a *quiet hotel” to Jabez Cholmondeley Applegate, an eccen-
tric old Englishman who detests college men. The boys enter into
the plot to gain his good graces and to induce him to contribute to
the building on the new site of the college.
They transform their house into a hotel, and
they themselves assume the réles of porters,
bell-boys, and waiters. Jabez arrives, accom-
panied, to the dismay of the boys, by his
maiden sister, Abigail, and two attractive
daughters, Ethel and Dorothy. Led by their
president, Frank Harding, the fellows enlist
Frank’s friend, Margaret Willoughby, her
Western aunt, Trixie, and several of her girl
friends, to pose as guests. At the first
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luncheon the party is surprised by Professor Tkanflunkum
of the college. He demands an explanation, only to be
locked in a closet by a student, who needs time to think
up an excuse. On his release, he stalks out in a towering
rage, wildly threatening expulsion for the entire fraternity,
and the curtain falls on the boys singing their pledge to
fight it out together.

The next act opens on the lawn of “Ye Pewter Pot
Inn™ with the first banquet of the ** Aéro and Submarine
Club” of Radwell College, The appearance of Jabez
and his party, conveniently stranded by an obliging
automobile, disrupts the festivities. The pseudo-hotel
servants hustle out of sight in vain, for the daughters
learn of the trick from two of the bovs, and Jabez dis-
covers it from a drunken waiter. Enraged at the de-
ception, the Englishman's dislike for college men breaks forth in
threats of arrest for Frank and all his chums.

The last act reverts to the fraternity house. The Englishman has
sent a captain of police and his men to take possession of the house.
Frank bribes them to postpone arrest till evening, but several kegs

of beer are needed to entice them into the vard. Jabez is about to
leave the “hotel,” the police have become hilarious, making entrance
to the house a dangerous matter, and
the faculty of the college are coming
to pass final sentence on the frater-
nity. But one hope is left. Frank
and Boggs have been vainly seeking
a remedy for short-sightedness, and
their only chance for reinstatement
seems to be in their curing Jabez of
this affliction. The professors fight
their way in through the police, de-
mand immediate explanations for the
presence of the girls and for the re-
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sistance of the drunken officers. Jabez
enters, and the confusion reaches its
height.  Suddenly Boggs rushes in with
the final result of his and Frank's ex-
periments, “ New Sight.” This miraculously
restores Jabez's sight and ends the uproar.

Mechanical Engineering led
last year with 49. Of the last graduating class, 5 attended the Insti-
tute for one year, 35 for two years, 156 for four years, and 24 for
five years.

There are 100 foreign students in Technology, representing 49
foreign countries.
