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Greater Technology

HE current year has seen a number of changes, additions, and improvements
T at Technology. New courses, new buildings, and new methods of doing old
| things have all served to make a school greater than ever before.
| New dormitories have been built that will house ninety-five more students.
. The new buildings consist of two double units of the type similar to the present

| “Class of "g3"" building, and adjoin the "g3 dorms on either end. The equipment of

' the new units will make them the finest student lodgings in the country. All of the

' rooms are singles since that is the type in demand by the students. The closets are

. exceptionally large, and are located in the walls between rooms so that the walls are

| all four square. Running water is provided in every room, and a telephone system

connecting with every room has been installed. It is planned eventually to extend

the telephone system to include the old buildings as well as the new ones. The walls

and floors were finished only after careful study of the available materials in order to

find the most suitable. The walls are finished with burlap worked into the plaster,

and the floors are of Duraflex. The result is living quarters that aremoderninevery

respect. Much credit for the success of the Dormitory project is due former Dean

Alfred E. Burton who spent much of his time enlisting Alumni support for the

program.

The Daniel Guggenheim Foundation for the Promotion of Aeronautics gave the

Institute $230,000 for the construction of an Aeronautical Laboratory. The

laboratory which has been built with the money will place Technology at the front

among schools offering Aeronautical courses. The department of Aeronautics will

be completely housed by the new building. Included in its facilities are drafting

' rooms, two wind tunnels, a museum, testing laboratories and research laboratories as

well as offices and class rooms. The building is located on Massachusetts Avenue

along the line of Buildings One and Five. It is several feet to the rear of all present

structures, and is at the end of the proposed line of buildings along the western side
of the existing development.

A new infirmary is to be built with funds donated for the purpose by the family

of Richard Homberg, who should have graduated in the class of 1923 had he not died

in the spring of that year as a result of an accident in the Richards Cup crew race.

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The gift was made because the family felt that adequate infirmary facilities would
have prevented a fatality. The building is adjacent tobuilding Three, and isreached
through entrances at the corner of that building. A complete medical department
is included with facilities for first aid, physical examinations, and medical records on
a more adequate scale than in the present medical department. Hospital facilities
of fifteen beds are provided in wards, and space is also provided for the isolation of
some cases. One of the features of the building is a solarium on the roof of the
building. A special sort of glass which admits a large portion of the ultra violet
rays from the sun is used for the enclosure and will be of considerable help during
convalescence.

A course in building construction has recently been added to the curriculum.
The course of study includes a number of the courses in Architectural engineering,
combined with several courses in business administration and economics. Besides
all these there are special courses in contracts, plumbing, carpentry, and building
construction. Although the course has been offered for only three terms there is
already a large number of students enrolled in it. Professor Ross F. Tucker "g2 is
in charge of the course.

The Civil Engineering department has added a new course in railroad operation.
The plan is cooperative, and the course is of five years duration. The cooperating
company is the Boston and Maine Railroad. Alternate semesters are spent at the
Institute and at the company, on a similar plan to that followed by Course VI-A in
Electrical engineering. The course will be open to students enrolling in September.

In the research laboratories a number of important investigations have been
carried out. Early in the fall Professor Bush announced his new integraph, an inte-
grating machine for handling third and fourth order differential equations. This
machine requires four operators, working simultaneously, in order to obtain the
required result. The machine is electrically operated, using a Thomson Direct
Current watt hour meter for the integrating unit. It is said that equations that
would require several months to solve by the Calculus may be solved in a few min-
utes by the use of the machine. Itisa valuable addition to the equipment of mathe-
maticians and engineers.

Other departments have developed new apparatus and new processes of con-
siderable interest, but since most of this work is of a confidential nature it is impos-
sible to mention it at all.

Altogether the year has been a successful one. The enrollment has increased,
the plant has been improved, and Technology will continue to be the place where
good engineers are trained to solve the technical problems of industry.

The 1927 Athletic Season

THLETICS at M. I. T. serve a distinct and noteworthy purpose — that of enabling

A all of the student body to take part in some form of physical recreation. To accom-

plish this purpose teams are maintained in very nearly every sport. The development

of highly trained athletes is not attempted but every man is given an opportunity to do his

best. Hence the success of the various teams is not measured by the number of victories or

defeats but by the interest, spirit, and sportmanship shown by the men making up those
teams.

An excellent example of undergraduate interest in athletics was the organization this
year of the Polo team, the first to represent Technology in that sport. The team, sponsored
by the Polo Club, was compelled at first to confine its activities to indoor practice matches,
but will be able to meet other college teams during the second year of its existence. The
effort made to form this team shows clearly that there is a desire at M. 1. T. to put the school
on a competitive basis with the best schools in the country in every branch of athletic en-
deavor.

The name of Technology was brought into the limelight of the athletic world by Henry
G. Steinbrenner "27, captain of the track team. His work distinguished him as the outstand-
ing hurdler of the 1927 outdoor season. He won both the high and low hurdles at the N. E. L.
C. A, A. games and in so doing broke one record and equalled another. At the Intercollegiate
games he turned in a record-breaking performance of 23 9-10 seconds to win the 220-yard low
hurdles against the best hurdlers in the country. For scoring the greatest number of points
during the season Steinbrenner was awarded the Technique Cup. The showing made by the
other members of the track team was not as sensational as that of their captain, but was
nevertheless a credit to Technology. In the middle and long distance events the team was
unusually strong, but weakness in field events was a serious handicap. In the fall the cross-
country season was not exceptionally brilliant, but considerable interest was shown in that
sport. The indoor relay team gave an excellent account of itself in the winter meets.

Crew attracted a large number from the student body. Excellent instruction and diligent
practice combined to give M, L. T, strong crews. An early-season defeat at the hands of
Annapolis was avenged by a victory over Princeton on the Charles. In a triangular regatta
both the Varsity and Junior Varsity eights defeated the Penn crews, but lost to Harvard.
The 150-pound Varsity, on the other hand, defeated Harvard and lost to Pennsylvania. The
Richards Cup Race on the Charles was won by the 1929 crew, giving that class the rowing
supremacy for 1927,

In minor sports Technology was ably represented by teams that met the pick of the
Eastern colleges. Victories did not always result, but interesting contests were fought in
every case. Basketball had the most successful year in the history of that sport at M. 1. T.
Seven victories were gained and among these was the one over Dartmouth, the champion of
the Intercollegiate Basketball league. The wrestling and swimming teams enjoyed a fair
degree of success and, while not as victorious as the basketball team, won a good percentage of
their meets,

On Field Day the athletic teams of the Class of 1930 carried off the laurels of victoryin the
Crew and Relay races, and in the Tug-of-War, while the Freshmen triumphed over the
Sophomores on the football field.

With everything taken into consideration, the athletic teams of M. 1. T, had a very
successful year in 1927. In looking over the records one does not find long strings of victories
or defeats. Instead, one will read the reports of keenly contested martches in which sports-
manship and clean competition are dominant,

Technique Award

ACH fall at the All-Technology Smoker the Technique Award, a large and
beautiful silver cup, is presented to that member of the Spring Track Team
who, through highest score in points and excellent sportsmanship has dis-

tinguished himself from the rest. This year Tecuxique had
the pleasure of bestowing this honor for the second time on
Captain Henry G. Steinbrenner "27, the outstanding hurdler of
the 1927 Intercollegiate secason. Willard J.Slagle "28, President
of the M. 1. T. A. A., delivered the speech of presentation.
Unfortunately Steinbrenner was not present and the crowd
waited in vain to acclaim the hero of the day.

During his Sophomore and Junior years Steinbrenner had
won a large number of points in intercollegiate and intra-
mural meets, and became the Institute record holder in both
high and low hurdles.

The record of Hank's last year in intercollegiate sport was
no less brilliant than was expected of him. In every meet in
which he ran he got a first place, and sometimes two of them,
for he ran both the low and the high hurdles. In the early
indoor meets and all of the interclass meets all his races were
easy victories. The dual meet with Harvard netted two first  Henry G. Steinbrenner
places, and in the Pennsylvania Relay Carnival Hank not only ki
won the 120 yard high hurdles, but he broke his own record with a time of 15 1-5
seconds. The Cornell and Holy Cross meets added to his string of victories not
only in hurdle events but in the 220 yard dash as well. In the New England Inter- '
collegiates Hank set a new record 24 seconds in the 220 yard low hurdles, and
equalled the existing record in the 120 yard high event,

On May 28, Hank ran for the last time for Technology in the Intercollegiate
Meet, the closing event of his brilliant college career. He decided not to enter the
120-yard high hurdles and concentrated on his favorite event, the 220-vard low
hurdles, His unequalled running brought him safely through the preliminary heats
and when the finals were reached, he was favored to win the event. Although com- [
petition was keener than ever before, Hank proved to be the best man. He came in
first and was named Intercollegiate Champion over that distance for the year 1927.

Such an unparalleled record of victories as Capt. Steinbrenner established
leaves no doubt whether he deserved the honor of the Technique Award for the
year 1927. Captain Steinbrenner’s name on the Technique cup symbolizes all the
sterling qualities the reward stands for: Athletic prowess, Leadership and Popu-
larity among his teammates. Hank Steinbrenner was a sportsman. TEcHNIQUE
took great pleasure and pride in being able to award its prize to such a worthy

HE 1927 Track season got away to a good start at the opening of the fall term for the

I year 1526-27. Most of the veterans from the previous spring were back in running
togs and were to be seen on the track each day getting into trim for the meets ahead.

The enthusiasm shown by the men out for track, together with the wealth of material on

hand, pointed to a very successful season. The loss of George Leness,
captain of the team in 1926 and without doubt the best half-miler in
the East, was keenly felt, but the splendid showing of Captain-elect
Hank Steinbrenner during the spring made him a worthy successor to
Leness.

The men practiced faithfully on the cinders until the advent of
cold weather and then ran on the board track. A series of handicap
meets, open to all classes and to ineligible students, were held on the
boards throughout the early part of the winter and the showings made
by the men were very gratifying to the coaching staff,

On February 24 the track team met Boston University in a dual
meet held on the opponent’s board track, K. A. Smith won the
_ thousand-yard run and in doing so clipped four seconds off the B. U,

i Cullen of B. U. defeated Kirwin of M. L. T. in a bitterly fought mile
race, Kirwin maintained the lead until the last lap, when Cullen, in a beautiful sprint, shot
out ahead of the Technology runner and broke the tape. Worthen followed Kirwin to take
third place for M. L. T. Cy Meagher won first place in the six-hundred-yard race while Earle
took third place in the three-hundred-yard event. Captain Steinbrenner and Collins placed
first and third respectively in the 45-yard high hurdles, which brought the score up to twenty-
four for M. 1. T, as compared with thirty for B. U. It was necessary to postpone the high
jump and shot put until the next day.

The Engincers did not entertain much hope for victory as the team was not considered
very strong in the field events. Nevertheless, the M. I. T. men came back the following
afterncon determined to fight gamely for every point. The result was a fitting reward for
their sporting spirit. Farwell’s second place in the high jump gave M. 1. T. a chance for a tie
if a clean sweep was made in the shot put. Glantzberg, Martini, and Stachelhaus were in top
form. M. 1. T. picked up nine points in this event, taking all three places. The score was a
numetals tie and Technology was not forced to go down before B. U,

Spring rolled around and the fine weather gave the track team a splendid opportunity to
get out on the cinders once more. Progress was very rapid, with handicap and interclass
meets stimulating a spirit of active competition amongst the men. In the first handicap
meet of the season, McCarthy established a new M. 1. T. record of 173 ft. 6 in. in the javelin
throw. This mark bettered by seven inches the previous one set by Garrard in 1924.

On April 23 Harvard entertained the M. I. T. Track team at Soldiers’ Field and pro-
ceeded to give her guests a severe beating. Technology's weakness in the field events spelled
doom for the Engineers. Harvard secured a great number of points due to this shorteoming
of her opponent. Captain Hank Steinbrenner was the outstanding scorer for M. 1. T. 1In
the 220-yard low hurdles he established a new dual meet record of twenty-four and three-
fifths seconds. Likewise in the 120-yard high hurdles he ran away with the honors to establish
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another meet record in the remarkable time of fifteen and two-fifths seconds. Fleming took
third place in this event for M. 1. T.

From a Harvard standpoint “ Red " Haggerty was the individual star. The close of the
half-mile run found him breaking the tape, ahead of his teammate Porter. K. A. Smith and
Fay took third and fourth places respectively for M. 1. T., with Peet of Harvard finishing in
fifth place. Similarly Haggerty led the field to the tape in the mile run. Next came Wildes,
a Harvard runner, and Pete Kirwin had to be content with third place. His teammate

Mitchell came in fourth while G. W, Smith of Harvard brought up the rear,

Jack Wicbe did well for M. 1. T. He took second place in the broad jump and fifth in
the hundred-yard dash. The former event was won by French of Harvard, while “Al"
Miller, well known Harvard runner, took the dash without difficulty
in ten and one-fifth seconds. The other places in both events, with
the exception of Wiebe's victories, were all taken by Harvard men.

The quarter-mile was won by “Cy” Meagher of Technology.
Behind at the start, he passed one runner after another on the home
stretch in a thrilling race that saw Meagher finally crossing the line as
first man. Peet, Brayton, O'Neil, and Malick, all of Harvard, finished
behind Meagher in that order.

The finish of the two-mile run found Reid and Flaksman, both of
Harvard, tied for first place. Austin and DeFazio placed third and
fifth respectively in this event for M. . T. Fourth place was taken by
Novograd of Harvard.

In the 22o-yard dash Harvard had pretty much her own way.
Lundell of Harvard took first and his teammates Brayton, R. T. Dunn,
and T. E. Dunn, followed him in that order while Stephenson of
M. L T. came in fifth.

The Engineers were not able to take a first place in the field events. The shot put was
won by C. A. Pratt of Harvard, and Locke and Guarnaccia of the same team were next in
line. Martini of M. I. T. took fourth place and his teammate Stachelhaus finished in fifth
place. The javelin throw brought out two new records, one meet record of 185 ft. 134 in. by
C. A. Pratt of Harvard, and a new M. I. T. record by McCarthy. Because the javelin
throwers were aided by a high wind, these marks were not allowed to stand as records. C. A.
Pratt won the event, closely followed by McCarthy. The remaining three places were taken
by Wylde, Moore, and E. D. Pratt, all of Harvard, In the discus throw Gray did his best to
win for M. 1. T., but his throw was just a bit behind that of Locke of Harvard and he had to
be content with second place. Guarnaceia of Harvard captured third place while Martini of
M. L. T. followed him to take fourth. Fifth place was taken jointly by Glantzberg of the
Engineers and by C. A. Pratt of Harvard. Harvard finished two men ahead of Glantzberg
in the hammer throw. Fourth place went to C. A, Pratt of Harvard, high scorer of the meet.
Shapiro's winning throw was one of 145 ft. 10 in. The pole vault was taken by Harvard
when Clark climbed to a height of twelve feet. Burbank and Cleaver, both of Harvard, took
the next two places. Fourth place was held by three men, Jack of M. 1. T., and Hocking and
Impink of Harvard. The Engineers placed two men in the high jump. Farwell tied Hollis of
Harvard for second place and Allen tied for fourth with Secrist, a Harvard man. First place
was won by Renouf of Harvard by a jump of § ft. 8 in.

The final score of 16214-6014 in favor of Harvard seems rather overwhelming, but it
must be considered that five places entered into the scoring,

On April 29 and 30 the M. L. T. Team took part in the Penn Relay Carnival at Phil-
adelphia. Captain Hank Steinbrenner proved to the running world that he was a star in the
120-yard high hurdles race and brought home a victory for himself and M. 1. T. His time of

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[ fifteen and one-fifth seconds against such men as Daskin of Alabama, Carathers of Cornell,
and Lawrence of Princeton, clipped one-fifth of a second off his former M. 1. T. record.

On May 7 the Engineer track men met the strong Cornell team at Ithaca. In this meet
as in the Harvard meet the inability of the M. L. T. boys to keep up with their opponents in
the field events proved too serious a handicap to be overcome by those entered in the running
events, The Engineers took five of the eight track races, but did not worry the Cornell men
much in the field events,

Captain Steinbrenner again proved to be the high scorer
for M. 1. T., taking two first places and one second. He won
the 220-yard dash with case and likewise led the field to the
tape in the 220 low hurdles. Caruthers of Cornell, who
finished third in the latter event, defeated the Engineer
Captain in the 12co-yard high hurdles after a very close race.
In the mile race Pete Kirwin led the other contestants to the
finish by a distance of about forty yards. His teammate,
Worthen, staged a hard battle with a Cornell man for second
place. He finished in third position however, just a trifle
behind the Cornell runner. The half mile run was also won by
M. L. T. when K. A. Smith finished ahcad of Fay to establish
a new meet record of 1 min. §8 1-10 sec.  Fay ran a fine race,
but Smith was not to be deprived of his first place. Jack
Wiebe broke the tape about two yards ahead of a Cornell man
after a closely contested hundred yard dash.

Glantzberg was unable to accompany his team to Ithaca and as M. 1. T. had no other
men to compete in the hammer throw, Cornell received nine points as a gift from M. 1. T. for
this event. All places in the pole vault, shot put, and discus
throw were taken by Cornell. Allen of M. I. T. tied with a
i Cornell man for first place in the high jump. Wiebe's second

On May 14 the Engineers entertained the Holy Cross
track team at Tech Field. Captain Steinbrenner continued
his splendid running. He collected three first places which
gave his team fifteen points. In the 220-yard dash he de-
feated Quinn of Holy Cross by a distance of twenty yards.
The 220-yard low hurdles were also taken by the Technology
star runner. MacDonald of Holy Cross could not compete
against Steinbrenner’s perfect form and speed but managed to
nose out Barrington of M. 1. T. for second place. Another
first place was snatched away by Hank in the 120-yard low
hurdles. MacDonald and Buckley, both of the visiting team,
followed him across the line. Continuing their winning streak Bill
the M. . T. annexed all three places in the mile run when




Kirwin, Mitchell, and Worthen finished in that order ahead of the first Holy Cross runner.
The half-mile race was won by K. A. Smith, and second place was taken by Fay. Holy Cross
tasted victory in the remaining three running events. Quinn took first place in the hundred-
yard dash, while Wiebe of the Engineers, tied for second. The quarter-mile race very nearly
resulted in a clean sweep for Holy Cross when Burns and Durkin of the visitors finished in
that order. Meagher tied with Higgins of Holy Cross, however. for third and thus prevented
a shutwout. The two-mile race found Fitzpatrick of Holy

The Engincers showed a decided improvement in the
field events.

The meet with Holy Cross was the last dual meet of the season and the team now pre-
pared itself for the N. E. I. C. A. A. games at Brunswick, Maine on May 21. The University
of Maine emerged as victor with 2534 points. Bowdoin followed with 2134 and M. 1. T.
came third with 21 points. Boston College finished fourth with 20 points to her credit. The
remaining points were divided among thirteen other colleges.
Captain Hank Steinbrenner not only won both hurdle events
but equalled the New England record in one and smashed it in
the other, thus proving the leading hurdler of this section of
the country. The halt-mile was a very close contest with L.
McCloskey of Boston College just nosing out K. A. Smith of
the Engineers for first place. MeKillop, also of Boston Col-
lege, won by a narrow margin over Fay of M. 1. T, for third
place. The broad jump found Jack Wiebe in second place,
just short of the mark set by Talbot of Rhode Island.

The Intercollegiate A. A. A. A. meet was held at Franklin
Field, Philadelphia, on May 27 and 28. K. A, Smith took
part in the final of the half-mile run, but did not enter into
the scoring. Captain Hank Steinbrenner who was entered in
the 220-yard low hurdles, completed his college running career
by winning that event in the record time of 23 g-10 seconds.

HE 1928 mile relay team had a very short but interesting season. All the meets were
held in the short vacation period between terms,

The first race in which the M. 1. T. quartet took part was held on January 28
against Brown University at the Knights of Columbus games in Boston. F. A. Ladd, lead-
off man for Technology, handed Jack Hallahan a three-vard lead. Hallahan increased this
lead and Fay, the third runner, did likewise. Captain “Cy™ ?'rln':ighn'r, anchor man, finished
the race with a fine spurt of speed and crossed the line half a lap in advance of the last Brown
runner.

The next race was on February 2 when M. 1. T. e« impeted in the Millrose games in New
Yorkina triangular race against Syracuse and New York [ Intversity. The M. . T. squad put
up a determined struggle against Syracuse over the entire distance, but finished in second
place while New York University fimished far behind in third place.

Beturning to Boston, the team took part in the B. A, A. games on February 4 in a dual
race with the Harvard mile relay team. Each yvear this race between the two rival teams is
one of the features of the B. A. A. games and the race on this day was no exception. Ladd
started off at a fast pace and was but a few inches behind when his quarter was over. Halla
han encountered considerable difficulty in trying to pass the second Harvard man who
finally succeeded in opening up a large lead. Fay decreased this gap by ten yards and “Cy "
Meagher continued to cut down the Harvard lead with such rapidity that he nearly caught
up with his opponent. He was but a foot behind at the tape, after one of the most exciting
races ever engaged in by the two schools,
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Cross Country

THE Cross-Country team started training on the very first day of the fall term. Many
familiar faces showed up at the track-house on the opening day. Among them were

tain Pete Kirwin, Chuck Worthen and Norm McClintock. The way the men went
through t[;uﬂr daily workouts and the good showings they made in the time trials gave coach
Hedlund ample reason to expect a successful season. Practice and training continued with
undiminished zest till October 22 when both wvarsity and Freshman
teams met Holy Cross.

The varsity expected to beat Holy Cross with case and thus to
repeat their overwhelming victory of 1926. The comparatively short
time of practice had not been sufficient to form a definite opinion on the
ability of the yearlings. The races were held over the Harvard course.
In the varsity event Captain Fitzpatrick of the visitors stepped out to
the front at the very start of the race. He set a stride which earried
him about fifty yards ahead of Pete Kirwin by the time they reached
the half-way mark. The terrific pace set by the Holy Cross captain
did not last and Pete gradually cut down the lead, passed the Holy
Cross runner and finally led the field himself. Fitzpatrick was not to be
denied, however, and putting every ounce of his strength into the
sprint at the end, he succeeded in passing the Technology runner and
crossed the line twenty yards ahead of him. Beane of Holy Cross
finished in third place, ten yards ahead of Norman McClintock, The final score was 25-30
with Holy Cross victorious. The Freshman race also went to the visitors. Captain Baltzer
of the M. 1. T. frosh ran a fine race to take second place behind Madden of Holy Cross. The
next man to place for M. I. T. was Semple, who came in fifth. The final tally was 23-32.

On October 2g the Cross-Country team ran against the strong squad from the University
of New Hampshire over the Franklin Park Course. Running a good race, Eastman of New
Hampshire led his teammate Calahan to the finish to take first honors. McClintock rook
third place for M. I. T., fifteen yards ahead of Hobbs of New Hampshire. Captain Kirwin
and Thorsen finished next in order. New Hampshire won the meet, 24-31. In the Freshman
race New Hampshire was unquestionably the better team and won, 15-49. Captain Baltzer,
first M. 1. T. man to place, could take no better than seventh place.

Victory came to M. L. T, on November 5, when her teams raced Tufts over the Franklin
Park Course. Captain Kirwin, McClintock, and Thorsen all of M. 1. T. had a little race all
by themselves. They finished almost side by side nearly a hundred yards ahead of Johnson,
the first Tufts man. Johnson was
followed by two more Technology men,
Worthen and Mitchell, while the second
Tufts man in the race had to be content
with seventh place. The varsity race
was an overwhelming victory for M. L
T. The first three places were never
even threatened by the opponents.
The final score of 17-45 was a result of
never tiring efforts to improve. The
Freshmen had also made considerable
progress since the New Hampshire

Captain Kirwin
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meet and took six of the first seven places in their contest with the Tufts yearlings. Captain
Baltzer led his team to victory by winning first place, just ahead of his teammate McSheehy.

The day of the New England Intercollegiates found the M. 1. T. team ready to give the
best runners of this section of the country a lively race. Undaunted by their earlier defeats,
the Technology team was determined to assert itself as one of the strongest squads of the
East. McClintack, true to form, led the team and crossed the line in fourth place. Thorsen
and Kirwin supported his good work valiantly. They came in eighth and ninth after a hard
and bitter race. Fifteenth and thirty-second places also went to M. I T. As a result of the
splendid showing made by the Technology Team, the M. 1. T. Cross-
Country squad was ranked second only to the exceptionally strong
team from the University of Maine. Both team and eoach rejoiced
over the fact that their main object had been realized, as both Holy
Cross and New Hampshire fell behind M. 1. T. in the final scoring of
this important event.

No less gratifying to both team and coach was the unexpected
result of the Freshman race. Baltzer, Watson and McShechy all
finished in the first ten, reaping a second place also in this event of
Technology. New Hampshire was the only New England School that
proved superior to the Technology yearlings at the end of the season.

On November 21, both teams went to New York for the Inter-
collegiate meet, the last event of the Cross-Country calendar. Pitted
against the fastest and most enduring runners of the East, the Varsity Manager Denny
showed once more its excellent improvement since the beginning of
the season by taking fifth place. MecClintock was the first Technology runner to cross the
line. Pete Kirwin was the second,

Again the Freshmen surpassed all expectations when they took sixth place. For the first
time during the season, Captain Baltzer of the M. L T. yearlings found one of his team-
mates crossing the finish line ahead of him. McSheehy ran a beautiful race and passed the
Freshman star runner. Watson was the third man who scored for Technology. All three
were among the first twenty competitors.

The disappointments experienced in the early part of the season were easily over-
shadowed by these brilliant accomplishments. The 1927 Cross Country season was typical
of all sports at Technology. Handicapped by the heavy school curriculum the team members
are unable to train as intensively as their competitors from other schools and therefore have
to suffer defeat in the early part of the season. It isa comparatively easy matter for a winning
team to count on success in intercollegiate contests but to come out on top after an un-

: successful season of minor meets speaks
well for the true sporting spirit of men
who never give up the game until the
final whistle blows.

When Field Day arrived the river was so

rough that the Freshman-Sophomore Crew race was changed from first to last position on the
list of events. As it happened, this rearrangement of the schedule made the crew race the
most important contest of the day for it was to be the deciding event of the class rivalry.
The Sophomores were favored to win and were expected to take the lead at the start and main-
tain it to the end. The Freshmen upset these expectations by taking the lead from the very
| beginning. For three quarters of the race the 1930 crew remained in the lead, but a fine spurt
during the last few yards sent the 1929 shell over the line, a scant quarter-length ahead.
Toward the last of November the shells were put up for the winter and the men received
their daily workouts on the machines in the boathouse. The Freshmen practiced every day,
the upper classmen three times a week. In December changes were made which restricted
practice to Freshmen and to the Varsity crews.

The river opened up very early and on February 28 the new barge was used for the first
time. This early start gave the crews a two-week advantage over the 1926 carsmen. The
crews were on the river practically every day from that time on and progressed rapidly.
Coach Haines was well pleased with the work of the men at such an early stage of the season.
Nine crews rowed regularly on the river. The varsity practiced twice a day, atseven in the
morning and at five in the afterncon.

All eyes looked forward to the Technology race to be held with the Navy crews at Annap-
olis. The Navy enjoyed the reputation of having one of the strongest
crews in the East. The M. L. T. Varsity and Junior Varsity arrived at
Annapolis on April 18 and began a series of easy workouts in prepara-
tion for the meet. In their first time trial both crews covered the
Henley distance in better time than the best the Navy Varsity had
recorded all season. This was the first Navy race in which Technology
crews were able to use their own shells. On Saturday the races were
held on the Severn. In the Junior race, the Navy plebes unofficially de-
feated their own Junior Varsity by two lengths. The M. L. T. Junior
varsity came in two lengths behind the Navy crew of its class which was
the official winner of the race.

In the Varsity race the Navy crew made a perfect start, leaping
ahead of the Technology shell. It soon became evident that the Navy's . I
reputation was well founded and that they were determined to impress At A Jyiol

this fact on their visitors. The Navy shell began to draw away and
had a full length lead when the County Bridge was passed. A plucky attempt by the
M. I. T. crew to reduce the lead by a spirited sprint was more than neutralized by an increased
Navy stroke. The Middies finished three lengths in the lead.

The next meet of the season was held on the Charles on April 30, between the Union
Boat Club and the first Freshman crew. The Boat Club crew obtained a one-length lead
early in the race and although the 1930 eight slowly crept up from behind it could not make up
the full distance between the two shells. The Boat Club crossed the finish line winner by a
half length after a hard fight over the Henley distance. The class of 1930 was not discouraged
however, and on May g, the light Frosh crew decisively beat Harvard.

May 7 was a big day in the history of the 1927 crews. On that day the Varsity, 150-
pound Varsity, and Freshman crews raced the Princeton crews of their respective classes on
the Charles. The first race of the afternoon, between the 15o-pound eights of the two schools,

was the closest and most interesting. The M. I. T. shell had a slight lead during the first
stages of the race, but lost it within the first quarter mile. Then a Princeton lead of one-third
of a length was cut down from behind, but just as the two shells were again along side one
another the visitors shot ahead once more and were half a length ahead when the float in
front of Walker was passed. The M. L. T. carsmen gave all they had in a final attempt to
win and drew even with the Princeton shell. Slowly the Technology crews crept past their
obstinate opponents and at the finish line the bow of the Princeton shell was no more than
two feet behind the winning crew. The M. L. T. eight was the victor of what was said to be
the closest race ever seen on the Charles.

The Princeron-M. 1. T. Freshman race resulted in a six-length victory for Princeton.
The victors pulled with the clock-like precision and power of veterans. Against such an ex-
traordinary crew, the M. 1. T. yearlings were no match,

The main event of the afternoon was the varsity race, M. 1. T. got away to a pretty start
and by the time the crews had reached Harvard bridge the Technology eight had opened up a
gap of three-quarters of a length. This lead was kept increasing to two lengths when the
Princeton oarsmen staged a sprint.  Momentarily it looked as if Princeton might catch up to

the leading crew but they could not stand the pace, and M. L. T. led the Princeton shell by a
three-lengths lead over the finish line.

On Friday, May 13, the Union Boat Club crew was successful in defeating the Engineer
Junior Varsity eight by one and one-half lengths, Though they maintained a higher stroke
than their opponents were using, M. 1. T. was never able to gain the lead.

The following day the 150-pound varsity competed in a triangular race with the Yale and
Calumbia light varsities at Derby, Connecticut. All three crews made flawless starts with
Yale slightly in the lead. Columbia passed Yale with about half a mile to go, leaving the
Technology 150's behind the Yale boat. With only a scant quarter-mile to go, the Yale
oarsmen increased their stroke. They just nosed out the Columbia shell at the finish, while
M. I. T. came in three lengths behind Columbia.

On May 18 the annual Richards Cup race was held over the mile course on the Charles.
Qrdin:lril}' each of the four classes enters a crew in the race, but the Seniors and Juniors con-
sidered it useless to organize crews. The fine showing of the Sophomore and Freshman
15o-pound crews discouraged any attempts to make up crews capable of competing against

Harvard was in a rowing mood and continued to win, this time in the Varsity event.
Harvard took the lead at the start and continued to hold it in spite of the best efforts of the

Dartmouth, the much heralded team and the one favored to win the Intercollegiate
League, was met on December 18. The floor work and ability of the Sophomore forwards,
Allen, McClintock, and Brockelman amazed everyone, while the sterling guarding of Capt.
Ernie Hinck were responsbile for this 18 to 17 win over the Hanover team.

The Harvard match took place right after the Christmas holidays on January 8. Both
teams had a clean slate, and with the usual spirit of rivalry between the two schools, the
match was looked upon as one of the most interesting and important
ones of the season. Harvard took the game after the score had see-
sawed back and forth. Victory was in doubt until the last few minutes
when the Harvard team managed to break through Technology’s
defense several times and thus won the match 18 to 13. The following
week the team journeyed to Providence and got back into their win-
| ning stride by completely outplaying Brown to the tune of 26 to 18 in

| Following the mid-term examination period the season was re-
sumed, after a two-weeks' lay-off, by defeating Wesleyan in the Hangar
by the score of 28 to 20.

Capt. Ernie Hinck had been forced out of the game with his back in-
jured. The next night, November 22, Stevens Institute was taken in by a score of 28 to
24, with the team again intact. The last game of the trip was lost to Manhattan College
40to 29. It was the worst defeat of the season. The squad made a poor showing, probably
due to the strain of playing three games in four days.

Returning home, Tufts was defeated 24 to 17 on November 26. Clark followed suit,
bowing to the fast Technology team on March 5. The visiting team was out-played in every
respect, the game closing with the score 2g to 17 in favor of M. L T

The season was closed with a trip to New Hampshire where the engineers lost 21 to 19.1n
the last minute of play. It was unfortunate to lose the last game of the year but to lose to
New Hampshire, with a record of only one defeat against her throughout the season, was far
from being a sad ending.

Eight men were awarded their letters. Two men received straight T's for outstanding
service. They were Capt. Ernest Hinck who played the finest basketball of his career and
who was one of the outstanding guards of the East, and Capt. Elect Norman Estes whose
steadying influence had much to do with the team’s success. Allen, Brockelman and Me-
Clintock, all regulars and Sophomaores, together with Capt. Elect Norman Estes should form
a strong nucleus for another successful season.

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Not discouraged in the least by this disastrous encounter, the Technology squad staged
a quick comeback on the following day in the meet against West Point, Grover continued
his work by taking two first places, and Puschin placed first in the 2co-yard breast
stroke.

In the meet with Williams, M. I. T. was up against an undefeated team. The Tech
squad soon found out that Williams's reputation was only too well founded. Every first place
was captured by the Williams swimmers, although Captain Parker of Williams barely nosed
out Captain Grover of M. L. T. in two races. With only three second places and five thirds
to their credit, the Engineers lost the meet by a score of 48-14.

Still smarting from the wound of their last defear, the Technalogy
swimming team turned on Boston University with their mind set on
carrying off the victory that day. Not only did they win the meet by
fourteen points but Luey also established a new M. 1. T. record for the
back stroke.

Partly reconciled after this decisive victory, M. I. T. met Amherst
on February 26.

The 1927 swimming team was fortunate in having several excellent swimmers. The
work of Grover, Puschin and Luey was most commendable. Although the winning of only
three meets out of seven may sound like a poor showing, the meets lost were all close except
one, so that the team may well look back upon the 1927 season as a successful one.

Plans for the coming season were outlined in brief form by Captain Crosby and

Manager Donahue. With the Harvard game but a month away, regular practice
sessions were held two mornings a week at the early hour of seven o'clock. Candidates for
forward line positions looked very promising, but there was a decided
weakness on the defense from the very start and Coach Stewart had a
considerable task ahead of him to develop a well-balanced sextet of
hockey players from those available,

M. I. T. opened its season by playving the veteran Harvard ream
on December 9. During the first five minutes of the game there was
little action on either side. Very soon afterwards, however, Howard
scored from close range for Harvard. Another Harvard tally was
made a minute later by Wetmore. The M. L. T. defense tightened a
bit after these two scores, but late in the first period Capeain Chase
scored two goals in rapid succession for Harvard., At the start of the
next period Technology took the offense with Duplin, Croshy, and
Peene in a combination that threatened the Harvard goal time after
time. Harvard resumed the offensive in the middle of the period and
before it was over had scored three more goals. During the final period, the Engineers exhib-
ited a sterling brand of hockey. Two Harvard scores were made at the |1;~Einn|r1g of the
period, but they were the last of the game. No Harvard man got by the M, I, T. defense

during the rest of the match. Encouraged by the new strength of the defense, the forward
line invaded Harvard territory with new vigor, but no scores were made and the game ended
with the count g-0 in Harvard's favor.

The Engineers continued their early morning practice sessions twice a week for the rest
of December. On January 3 they met the Dartmouth sextet at Springfield. Caprain Miles
Lane of Dartmouth scored five times and was the outstanding player in a very one-sided
match won by Dartmouth with a score of 11-1. Captain Crosby alone was outstanding
among Technology players.

Four days later the Engineers played Yale at New Haven. Yale
was on the offensive all evening and the Technology forwards seldom
penetrated the Yale defense. Palmer, Vaughan, and Curtis accounted
for eleven Yale goals between them. Captain Crosby again stood out
for M. I. T., scoring the lone tally for Technology after a brilliant dash
through the entire Yale team.

The next game was on February 22 with New Hampshire State at
Durham. In this game the Technology team showed its best hockey
of the season. Crosby, White, and Lucey started on the forward line
with Horan and Donahue in the defense positions.  The clever passing
and stick work of the M. L. T. forwards constantly endangered the New
Hampshire net. Shortly after Percival had scored for New Hampshire,
late in the second period, Crosby broke through the defense of the
home team and evened up the score. The third period and one overtime period saw no fur-
ther scoring and the game ended in a 1-1 deadlock.

Games with Bates, Bowdoin, and West Point had to be postponed due to lack of ice.
Because of the small number of games played and the long stretches of time in between
games, the M. 1. T. hockey team did not have a brilliant season. The material developed
gave good promise, however, for a strong team in 1929 and the excellent spirit of the players
all through the season, in face of defeat, was truly representative of Technology athletics.

To open the season with West Point was a task the young M. 1. T.

The outcome
of the meet was never in doubt but in spite of the overwhelming odds
the Technology team made the cadets fight for every point they
scored. The meet closed with the score standing g to 4 in favor of the
Army.

In the meantime Harris was proving his superiority over his opponents by
defeating every one of them decisively. Thus the foils were won by the Technology team
while the epees ended in a tie after Siller of M. L. T. defeated his agile opponent in one of the
fastest bouts of the evening. The final score of the match was M. L. T. 8, Bowdoin 3.

Only four days later the Technology squad had to face the Pennsylvania team. Despite
the hard fight the M. I. T. men put up the Pennsylvanians proved too
much for them, especially in the epees, and Tech managed to win only
one out of four bouts. In the foils, due to the good work of Ferre,

meet with a victory of 7-5 for Technology. 1

On March 12 Technology defeated Boston University by a score of 5-4. The interesting
feature of this meet was that all men on the squad as well as several substitutes got a chance
to take part in the contest. Notable amongst these was Harrison who took both of his first
varsity bouts in good form. Ferre on the other hand, the star of Technology’s team, met
defeat in one of his bouts. The long reach of his opponent proved too great a handicap for
even as capable a foilsman as Ferre.

The Technology epee team beat Yale 3-1 and tied with Harvard 2-2 in the semi-final
meet held in New York on March 18, and thus secured a place in the Northern Division Finals |
of the Intercollegiate Fencing Association. Although M. L. T. did not succeed in placing in |
the finals, the team experienced a great triumph over Technology's old rival, Harvard, by
beating their foilsmen in the semi-finals.

With three meets won out of six besides beating Yale and tying with Harvard in the semi-
finals of the Intercollegiates, the fencing team may well look upon the 1927 fencing season as a
successful one. The squad started out with a great number of inexperienced men which gave
the season a not altogether cheerful aspect, but the earnest training of the new men, the
splendid fencing of the few veterans left and the expert guidance of Coach Roth brought the
season to a satisfactory close.

The meet was held on December 17 at Lancaster, Pennsylvania, where the Technology
wrestlers matched their strength and skill against that of the Franklin
and Marshall squad. The encounter between the two teams was
featured by the splendid wrestling of Captain Harry Franks who won
by falls in both the 1¢8-pound and unlimited classes. Harris, Rabino-
vitz, Cullen, Johnson and Staebner all scored for M. 1. T. either by
decision or by falls. The final count was 18-g in favor of M. L. T.

The first meet after the holidays came on January 8 when the
M. I. T. squad journeyed to Providence to wrestle with the Brown
University team. Cullen started off in the 11¢-pound class and soon
managed to throw his opponent. Rabinovitz did likewise for M. L T.
in the 135-pound class, but his victory completed the scoring for
Technology for the day.

The M. I. T. Wrestlers came back strong in their next meet on
January 15, however, and defeated Tufts by a score of 19-8. Captain
Franks easily threw his opponent in the 158-pound event, while the
adversary of Harris met the same fate in the 145-pound class. Cullen, Johnson, and Der
Marderosian won by decisions over Tufts men, thus giving Technology a decisive lead of
nincteen points.

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On January 19 the wrestling team met Harvard and lost by a score of 1514 to 714, the
result of a hard fought contest. Captain Franks won the 158-pound event by a decision and
his teammate Johnson won the 125-pound class in the same manner. Der Marderosian’s
bout in the 135-pound event ended in a draw after two overtime periods. Harris and Rabino-
vitz, each wrestling out of their regular class, were defeated. Cullen and Stacbner had no
better luck in their respective bouts.

The team went to New Haven on February 12 to meet the strong Yale team. Handi-
capped by lack of entries in two of the bouts, the M. 1. T. men, though offering stubborn
resistance, were completely outclassed. Cullen carried his opponent
to an overtime period in the 115-pound bout, but could not annex a
win. Neither Johnson nor Rabinovitz succeeded in entering the win-
ning column, although each put up an excellent fight. Harris was
caught in a three-quarter Nelson hold and was thrown. This was the
only fall of the meet, a fact which hardly begins to tell the story of
this bitter struggle. Captain Franks was defeated by Captain Miller
of Yale, Intercollegiate champion, after a hard-fought bout. As Tech-
nology had no entrants in the two heavyweight events, Yale picked
up ten more points and the meet ended with Yale on top, 27-0,

Stung by their overwhelming defeat at the hands of Yale, the
M. I. T. Wrestling team staged a sensational come-back on February
1g when it defeated Norwich by a score of 1524-7%. Captain Franks
wrestled out of his class and won both the 175-pound and unlimited Joseph P. Gentile
bouts by falls. Harris won also by a fall in the 145-pound class after 1928 Manager
a close match.

Williams was the next victim of the M. L. T. squad which was victorious in six out of
seven bouts in the meet held on March 4. Wrestling in the 175-pound ¢lass, Captain Franks
threw his opponent in less than five minutes. Cullen and Harris both won their bouts by
falls while A. Johnson, Der Marderosian, and Mattledge registered decisions over the Wil-
liams men and as a result the final score was 24-5, an even higher score than that made
against Norwich.

The New England Intercollegiate Wrestling meet was held at Brown on March 19 and
was won by Harvard, Brown was in second place, just ahead of Tufts. Williams came in
fourth place, leaving the M. 1. T. team at the bottom of the list. All of the events were
closely contested. Cullen, Johnson, Harris and Captain Franks gave each of their opponents
a hard fight but in the end the decision always fell in favor of their opponents,

The 1927 season of four victories and three defeats was a suecessful one when one con-
siders the narrow margin by which M. L. T. lost her meets and the overwhelming score with
which the others were won. The work of Captain Franks was particularly outstanding. He
proved himself an excellent leader of an excellent wrestling team.

Technology fared a little better on their return meet with New Hampshire on March 11,
wresting three out of seven bouts from their opponents.

Once again the
lead reverted to Harvard when Dennis outclassed Carey and won the bout by a technical
knockout. Then came the two surprises of the evening. Lack of Harvard defeated Conroy,
Technology's undefeated boxer, after two rounds in which neither scemed to be able to gain
the edge on the other. Flynn of Technology who had barely missed gaining the intercollegiate
title fought two winning rounds against Johnson of Harvard but the decision went to the latter
after he had put up a remarkable defense in the third round against Flynn's attack., With the
match won for Harvard, the score standing 4-1, Technology showed her game fighting spirit in
face of defeat by taking the next two matches against opponents who were favored to win,

This last meet was a good close for the 1927 boxing season. Although they lost, the
Technology men showed pluck and fighting spint against powerful odds, both qualities which
cannot be esteemed too highly in any good sportsman. The season was not as successful as
had been expected but the experience gained during practices and meets ought to prove very
valuable for next year's team.

T. was second to the coach on
the parallels and took third place on the long horse. In the rope climb
M. I. T. walked away with the honors by taking all three places. Saikel
was first in this event finishing the climb in § 4-§ seconds. Fairchild and Libman followed
respectively, each a fifth of a second behind the other. The result of the meet was that
Technology was high scorer of the day, a gratifying climax to a hard season.

No less successful were the Technology men in the Junior competition. Angeles took first
place on the side horse while Fairchild secured second with ease. Third place in tumbling
went to Dolloff while Captain Waller finished third on the flying rings.

On May 14 Coach Pearson and Dalloff went to New York to take part in the competi-
tions for National Gymnastic Championships. Dolloff took seventh place in tumbling.

The individual showing of certain men on the team, not the total score in points piled up
by the team during the season, justifies Technology in looking on her 1927 Gym team with
pride. Two men placed in the Intercollegiates, five men in the Senior New Englands and four
men in the Junior New Englands, while one man secured a place in the Nationals. Such a
record does not only give great satisfaction to the men who won these honors but is also a
record of which the school may justly be proud.

The next match was with Stevens on the following day. Again
the result was a tie.

The first home meet was held on May 4 against Brown on the
Ouakwood Country Club courts. Under poor weather conditions the
M. L. T. team fought a losing battle against a team of veterans. Marinsky of Brown sprung
the surprise of the day by taking his singles match from Hinck. Kuki was the only Tech
nology player who succeeded in taking his singles.

The remaining matches were taken in quick succession by the
Brown players, none of them going more than two sets.  The final score was 6-3.

On May 7 West Point won its third successive tennis meet of the year at the expense
of Technology by the score of 4-2. Captain Hinck won the only singles match, defeating
Hedekin, the Captain of the West Point team in straight sets, -1, 7-5.  Both the doubles
were closely contested; Technology won one, the other went to West Point.

Technology played Harvard at Jarvis field on May 12.  The match had to be broken off
when half over. When the rain set in, Harvard had won two singles matches but Technology
was leading in the other two that were being played, and as the team
played its best in the doubles, which were not started, the outcome of
the match might very well have resulted in a victory for Technology.

On May 13, Wesleyan defeated M. 1. T. by a 4-2 score. Contrary
to the outcome of all the preceding matches, Technology showed up
better in the singles than in the doubles. Hinck and Kuki both de-
feated their opponents. On the other hand the Wesleyan team proved
to be a stubborn obstacle in the doubles. Both of these were taken by
the visitors.

On May 14 Technology won its first match of the year against
Amherst. Captain Hinck, true to form, took his singles match in
straight sets and defeated the opponents with his partner in the doubles.
Kuki and Kononoff each won their singles matches and thus turned "
the score into a 4-2 vietory for M. 1.

Continuing its good work, the Technology team overwhelmed T
Haoly Cross by a §-1 score on May 17, Hinck found no difficulty in taking his singles match.
Kuki took his singles and both Hinck and Kuki won their respective doubles matches,

The team was handed a set-back on May 20 at the hands of Dartmouth. Although the
score finally mounted up to 6-3 for Dartmouth the match brought forth some of the best
tennis played during the season. Hinck's match against Partridge of Dartmouth was the
highlight of the day. The match featured Hinck's smashing service and powerful forehand
drive against Partridge’s uncanny back-hand-stroke. Hinck, however, thanks to his steadi-
ness, remained vietor.

On May 21, the season closed when Technology trounced Boston College 60, Every
match was won in straight sets. Throughout the meet the Boston College team was able to
take only two sets from the Engineers.

The season, viewed as a whole, was not unsuccessful. With a record of two victories,
two ties, and four defeats, the team had done well. The individual playing of Hinck was
beyond comment. His m:nr:i of only one defeat against him dunng the whole season made
him a strong contender for the individual singles l:h.lmpums]'up of the New England Inter-
collegiate Lawn Tennis Association. He reached the semi-finals, where, in a hard fought
contest, he had to bow to Marsh of Williams. As fate would h:l'l.-'l_‘ it, Marsh was beaten by
Partridge of Dartmouth in the finals, a man who had been defeated by Hinck only a few
weeks before,

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Field Day

FIELD Day activities started shortly after eight o'clock on the morning of
November 4 with the Freshman-Sophomore crew race. Weather conditions
were far from favorable. Choppy water and a drizzling rain spelled doom for
the unexperienced Freshmen. Unmindful of the weather, however, each crew lined
up for the start, eager to begin the day with a victory for its class. The gun cracked,
muscles strained, oarlocks

creaked — they were off. |

The Sophomores jumped -~
ahead of their younger com-
petitors at the start and by
the time the crews reached
Harvard Bridge the 1939
eight held a lead of a full
length. The rough, open
water gave the Freshmen con-
siderable trouble while the
Sophomore  crew  feathered
neatly. Although tired out by
their  unsuccessful  battle
against the waves, the ].ﬂuck}' The Spectatars

Freshmen slowly reduced the

dangerous lead to a quarter of a length. But in vain—the Sophomores suddenly
went into a final spurt and drew away. The Sophomores crossed the finish line a
full length ahead of the rival crew and thus netted three points for their class in the
first event of the day.

In the afternoon the class rivalry was renewed on Tech Field amidst the same
drizzling rain that had greeted the crews in the early morning. The opening event
on the schedule was the first pull of the tug-of-war teams. The Sophomores knew
the importance of a good start and pulled their opponents over the line before the
latter had secured a good foothold. The outcome was more a surprise than a result
of a hard-fought contest. Next on the list of events was the relay race. At the
crack of the gun the lead-off men dashed ahead, each one trying to get the jump on
the other. The lead seesawed back and forth in the first two laps but finally went to
the Sophomores who held and increased it till Ladd, anchor man of the 1930 team,
crossed the finish line a good fifty yards ahead of Broder, Freshman runner. Here,
again, experience proved to be the weight which tipped the scales of victory in favor
of the second-year men.

With the Sophomores superior in every event up to this point, the Freshmen’s
hopes hung on the football game. And well were their hopes founded, too, for the
Freshman football team had behind it a good record of victories, a record seldom
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held by Freshman football teams. Johnny Byrne of the Sophomores kicked off and
the Freshmen at once proceeded to rush the ball far into Sophomore territory.
With high hopes to score in the opening quarter the Freshman team suddenly
received a set-back. Perhaps it was the slippery ground, perhaps it was that over-
eagerness which always results in the unexpected, the breath-taking reverses which
characterize the Field Day
football games.  Anyway,
some Freshman fumbled, a
Sophomore recovered the ball
and back it went into 1931
territory. Here the Freshmen
held their heavier opponents
until the ball again changed
hands. Immediately the
Freshmen resumed their ag-
gressive tactics and once more
took the ball far into Sopho-
more territory. In despera-
tion, the second-year men rose
and held to the end of the half.
Although neither team had
scored, the Freshmen certainly had outplayed the Sophomores in every respect.

Spurred on by hopes of victory, the 1931 tug-of-war team was determined to
give their opponents a tough fight in the second pull, held between the halves of the
football game. This time they managed to turn the tables and at the pistol shot
caught the over-confident Sophomores off balance. For a few seconds victory
seemed to turn their way as they pulled the 1930 team three yards towards the line.
Suddenly the Sophomores braced, the teams stood still as if anchored to the ground.
Slowly the Sophomores made up the lost ground and finally succeeded in drawing
their fighting rivals over the line. The result of Field Day was no longer in doubt.

When the second half of the football game opened, the advantage seemed to
swing away from the Freshmen. The Sophomores took the offensive and by ham-
mering continually at one end of the line succeeded to carry the ball repeatedly ‘nto
the opponent’s ground. The dogged resistance of the young rivals, however, frus-
trated every attempt to score. Each time the Sophomores were held, lost the ball
and had to start their drive all over again. In spite of the fact that the Sophomores
seemed to make all the gains, the Freshmen were the ones to make the only score of
the game. In the third quarter Grondal, the Freshman full-back, stepped into a
pretty Sophomore pass, intercepted it and carried his precious catch over the 1930
goal line. The kick failed and the score remained 60 to the end. Both teams had
played well. The Sophomores were better, technically, but the Freshman had
proved to be the cleverer and the faster team.

The Tug of War
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In order to give as many members of the two competing classes a chance to
vent their enthusiasm and at the same time to keep the fighting spirit within the
limits of harmless amusement, a free-for-all glove fight was added to the events of
Field Day this year. The Sophomores received white gloves, the Freshmen red ones
and each side was to secure as many of the others as possible.

When the two sides lined
up for the starting of the
battle, it was obvious that the
Freshmen greatly outnum-
bered their alder rivals. After
a short period of unrest the
signal for the contest to begin
rang across the field. Both
mobs rushed at each other
with all the zest and energy
which had been stored up
while sitting on the grand-
stands. Such a turmoil as
resulted upon the clash of the
two forces has seldom been The Glove Fight
witnessed on the grounds of
Technology. Slowly the great rabble dissolved into smaller groups of struggling
and writhing combatants while here and there a man would rush behind his own
lines to deposit a glove which he had torn from some less clever opponent. Thus the
battle raged for fully twenty minutes when the whistle blew that marked the end
of the contest.

of 137 red gloves against the Sophomores’ 39. Although no points were awarded to
the Freshmen, their overwhelming victory served to make up in part for the defeat
sustained earlier in the day in the regular Field Day events,

' HE Advisory Council on Undergraduate Publications was founded in 1910 by
I the Institute Committee in response to a feeling that closer relationship and
cooperation between the alumni and the student publications would be
beneficial to both. The Council, therefore, serves as a committee elected by the
Council of the Alumni Association, and acts for
the Alumni rather than for the Faculty. A con-
stitution making clear the relationship of this
Council to the Alumni Association, to the Institute
Committee, and to the student publications, was
approved by the Executive Committee of the
Alumni Association, and was accepted by the
Institute Committee.

The attitude of the Council and of the
Alumni Association is explained in the following
two sections of the Constitution:

3. (@) “The Alumni have a direct interest
and a right to a voice in the management of any
student activity that trades on the good will of the
Institute as a whole and by which the good name
of the Institute might be compromised.”

4 (#) “The Alumni claim no right or desire
to interfere in any student activity not involving

IS is the forty-third edition of TeEcu~ique. In 1885 a little paper bound
pamphlet containing records of the school year was published by the members
of the Junior Class. TEecHNIQUE was its name, but that is the only thing in
common between this volume and that pioneer
edition.

Changes and improvements have come
about in the yearbook. In the year 1892,
photographs were used of the four classes. In
1911 the Senior Portfolio, which had previously
been a separate publication, was added to
Tecuxique. The book grew and grew until
it became too big a job for the Juniors alone.
; In 1923 the TeEcENIGQUE was made a regular

The First Techiiqos Institute activity, with competitive board

positions instead of elective ones, and responsi-

bility was placed in the hands of a Senior or Managing Board instead of in the
Junior Class as a whole.

With the heritage of the excellence of previous volumes, the 1928 Board set out
to make a book that would be different from its predecessors. The features section
has been remodeled and relocated, so that now an attempt is made to give a chron-
ological picture of the year's doings. Some things have necessarily been omitted,
chiefly from a lack of pictures, and it is to be desired that more and better ones may
be available in the future. Our view section is a plagiarism from the Institute
dedication, but the pictures certainly merit reprinting in this volume. The Senior
Portfolio has been rearranged in a more pleasing layout, the athletic section has been
slightly modified, and the organizations have been rearranged.

The 1928 Board has conceived a TecuniquE that is a picture book, rather than
a reference book, although the facts have all been retained. We intend that the
book shall be more readable than ever before without in any way sacrificing accuracy
or completeness. Certainly it cannot be said that here is a volume exactly duplicat-
ing all previous issues.

The Tecux1quE is dressed up in the most modern style, but that should make
it only so much better as a memory book for those good old Technology Days. In
fature years the book will show who was who, so that you canwonder why. Whether
the question is about the quarter mile record or Bill Jones' moustache, TecHwIQUE
can settle it impartially.

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JR a period of forty-seven years, The Tech has served Technology as the official
Endergmdunte newspaper. The first issue made its appearance on November

16, 1881 in the form of a twelve page magazine and was enthusiastically re-
ceived by the student body. This marked the first successful attempt to establish
a student publication at the Institute. In 1882 it was changed from the form of a
bi-weekly magazine to that of a weekly newspaper. Then followed a process of
evolution which carried it through the various forms of a tri-weekly (1903), a daily
(1909), and at last to its present form as a tri-weekly (1914).

The Tech now serves a two-fold purpose. It is providing news service for
- Technology, and it is enabling the undergraduates to secure a practical training
course in journalism and business policy.

During the past year an effort has been made to adhere to the form of a pro-
fessional newspaper without losing sight of the fact that the publication has a
definite connection with Technology affairs. Its news service covers all matters
relative to the Institute in a style and make-up similar to a metropolitan daily.
Due to efficient business administration, it has come to be a large advertising
medium and consequently has enjoyed financial stability. It has the largest trust
fund of any Institute activity. Editorially, it has succeeded in arousing student
interest in problems of Technology, and in various instances, has been able to direct
undergraduate opinion. Student expression has been encouraged through the Open
Forum and a distinct literary tone has been added in the form of a book review
section.

' Outstanding among the issue of Volume XLVII, were the rotogravure issues of
I Field Day, the Junior Prom, and Commencement. On the occasion of the annual
| convention of the Technology Alumni Clubs Associated which was held in New
‘ York on June 10 a special Alumni Convention issue was published and released at

00 DOO'S self-imposed mission to provoke
laughter and to levigate the despondent hearts
of disconsolate students has obviously re-
ceived the good-will and plaudits of our undergrad-
uate body, for here we stand at the end of our tenth
yvear of existence as Technology's humorous publica-
tion. Volume X was a memorable mile-stone in the
spectacular history of Phosphorous, Foe Doo's
mascot.

The first number of the year was, “The Hot
Number”, published in May. After a summer’s
idleness an unusually popular *“ Freshman Number”
was published. It contained four extra pages and
an over-abundance of art work. In November the
customary “Girls’ Number” made its appearance

with an accompanying hearty welcome. The
female friends of Phosphorous from every corner of the country contributed their
best efforts to make this issue the most inticing “ Girls’ Number™ in our history. In
this same month the glory of Phosphorous reached its height when the eleven stal-
wart defenders of Foo Doo’s honor vanquished the Tech Engineering News on the
gridiron. In December the Board cast discretion to the winds and daringly pub-
lished a “Faculty Number™. It appeared at a time when the under-graduates were
counting the days before vacation and consequently revelled in any suggested
scandal or libel against their task masters. The cover was particularly noteworthy
and was very colorful, depicting a typical professor leisurely sprawling in a massive
arm chair. With the conclusion of the holidays Phosphorous had his last fling before
settling down to final exams and produced the “Night Life Number”. Perhaps
experimental work during the holidays was responsible for its success.

The February and March Numbers followed closely, leading up to the supreme
effort which made its appearance in the form of the “Tenth Anniversary Prom
Number”. This number was two and a half times the normal size in commemora-
tion of ten successful years.

In this short space of time Foo Doo has grown from the modest little Woop-
garoo pamphlet intended to eke smiles from engineering students to a thirty-four
page monthly magazine. It holds an enviable position among college comics and is a
charter member of the Association of College Comics of the East, in which organiza-
tion many offices have been held by Fos Doo's Board Members. Its present Gen-
eral Manager has been Secretary of that Association for the past year.

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THE TECH *

HE past year has been the eighth since the advent of The Tech Engineering

News in the publication field at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology.

T. E. N. was conceived in 1919 as a technical supplement to The Tech, but
quickly broke away and became a separate organization. It is now an engineering
and scientific journal of which the Institute may well be proud. Though managed
and edited by undergraduates, the articles are written by men who are leaders in
their profession and they are often reprinted and quoted in divers trade journals and
engineering papers all over the world.

As it was first planned, The Tech Engineering News was to be “an organ linking
the past and present student bodies, broadening, extending, and stimulating to as
great a degree as possible the engineering instruction given at the Institute, by
bringing before both students and I":lrcultg.r the accomplishments of graduates,
engineers, and business men of prominence in their professional fields.” Volume
VIII has attempted to carry out this policy, clinging, however, to the idea that asa
college magazine, the articles should be written to appeal to college students. This
does not mean that articles of the type written for popular magazines are solicited.
Writers are chosen with the interests of both students and alumni in view and the
subjects are presented in a technical manner, yet so that they may be readily under-
stood by all. Technicality for its own sake has been avoided and the attempt has
been to broaden professional training by giving every issue of The Tech Engineering
News a potential appeal to every man in every course at the Institute.

This Volume has attempted to cooperate with the Institute as much as pﬂssihlc.
One of the biggest things it did was to put out the Public Service issue in March
1527. The Public Service Institute, a convention of Public Utilities men from all
over the country, was being held then, and the over-size March issue of T. E. N.
served as an official digest of the proceedings. Similarly, it is planned to have the
annual aviation issue appear coincident with the dedication of the new Guggenhcim
Aeronautical Building.

Other special issues with several articles featuring one field of engineering in
particular, and a pictorial section concerning that subject, have been exceptinna"}'
well received. These have been issues on Mining and Metallurgy, Aviation,
Machine Tools, Public Utilities, and Automaobiles.

At the Engineering College Magazines Associated Convention in Columbus,
Ohio, this October, The Tech Engineering News won two prizes for its editorials.
This served in a small way to show how the magazine was thought of elsewhere.
But more than that, the comparison between The Tech Engineering News and the
other magazines, and the attitude of other delegates towards T. E. N, served to
make its delegates proud to say that they published it, and inspired them with the
joy of accomplishment.

Dick is dressed as a beautiful girl, sadly lacking a pair of shapely legs and possessing

a beautiful, throaty tenor voice,

[ hussy " by his own sweetheart and not daring to declare himself for fear of being
apprehended, things look decidedly black for him. Enter Henry Frye — in his own
estimation the brains of the Prohibition Service.

During the fancy dress ball, he and his cohorts are
making every effort to locate Dick and their obvious I
lack of success makes it evident that only some ‘
unforeseen event will ever result in their catching him. '

As the dancers come into the adjoining room to
witness some entertainmenty; Ginnie comes in on
Peggy Ames’ arm. A startling light breaks over our
“Hennery,” and in the presence of all the guests he
dramatically tears the wig from Dick’s head and
orders him under arrest. How Dick escapes punish-
ment and causes the crestfallen Prohibition agent to Kenneth Scott
turn bootlegger is cleverly worked out in the show,
and the curtain rings down with everybody in love and happy.

The curtain of the last Boston performance was the culmination of a whole
year's work. Just one year ago began the writing of the books that were to compete
for acceptance. Working under the guidance of the English Department and of the
coaches of the Show — the books slowly progressed until they assumed their final
form in September. At the Tech Show Smoker in October, the prize-winning book
was announced and the call was issued for candidates for the cast and chorus, as

well as for competitors for managerial departments.

The work of writing the lyrics and music was

started shortly after the smoker, and as soon as a

number was labeled “ready”, the chorus was started
on its way to master the intricacies of the latest steps.

“Half A Man" was particularly fortunate in
having the services of the three coaches who did so
well with “ West is East™, Tech Show 1927. Langdon

Matthews, the dancing coach, achieved splendid

results. The dances, particularly “Lovin’ Baby .

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Frye and his aides cavorting about the stage without feeling convinced that the
coach worked well and achieved his results. The smoothness with which the dances
were run off attested to the good work of Charlie Young, who again directed the
orchestra and did the orchestrations.

One of the most striking and pleasing bits in
the Show 1s the * Siamese Ballet.” The audiences
in Hartford and New York recalled the Ballet
time after time to take its bow, and the com-
ments after the show were highly flattering. The
audiences at the other performances will prove no
less appreciative. The Ballet has made a happy
return to the Show.

A change in Management was made this year

The Detectives to facilitate the work of the Stage Department;
work which was becoming increasingly heavier
ever since the Show grew to its present large proportions. What was formerly the
stage department was this year divided into two independent departments, Stage
and Production. To produce the book, to type all parts, songs and dialogues, to
arrange rehearsals, and to carry the Show to the point of presentation is the function
of the new Production Department. The Stage Department, on the other hand,
builds the scenery, secures the properties and the costumes, supervises the per-
formance while “on stage”, and takes care of all the multitude of technical details
that arise during the production of the finished show. Results have been gratifying,
for, not only did the individual burden become lighter but the work progressed much
more efficiently and rapidly than ever before.

Tech Show has established itself in New York as an annual function. Following
its performance there, a dance was held in the adjoining ballroom. Not until the
small hours of the morning did the last Tech man
wend his homeward way. The Show’s marvelous
welcome in New York, and the large audience
to which it played speak well for future perform-
ances there. The very active alumni interest in
the cities in which the Show played and the enthu-
siasm with which the performances were greeted 15
most encouraging. There is indicated a very real
need of something like Tech Show to furnish the
outlet for Alumni enthusiasm.

The good impressions of the past shows are
cumulative, and each year more and more of the
sons of Technology are brought to active support of undergraduate and alumni
activities. Tech-Show feels proud that it is one of the most potent factors in the
welding together of alumni and undergraduate for the interest of the Institute.

The constitution of the club, passed in January by the Institute Committee, stipulates
the purposes of the organization. “It is to provide instruction and practice in the art of
flying, to conduct scientific tests and research, to advance the science of acronautics by en-
couraging and promoting interest in aviation and for those purposes to own and operate an
aeroplane.” Funds for the purchase of a plane are being collected and the club hopes to own
a flying machine by the middle of this spring. In order to give every member a chance to i
partake in the flying, the number of regular members is restricted to twenty-five men per

lane. |
