Practical Experiment in Chemistry.
Subject: Synthesis of “Tetramethylnitroamino-
oxychlorbenzol.
Substances Necessary:
Sodium
Hydrogen lons
Cathode Rays
Radium (green)
g B
Apparatus:—
One (1) stirring rod
One match
Procedure:—(to be followed with extreme care-
lessness). Select several choice medium-sized Hydro-
gen ions from a bottle and scour until thoroughly

clean. Wipe and dry carefully avoiding handling.
Lay aside. Now soak a few large chunks of metallic

sodium in a beaker of distilled water and allow to
stand quietly. In the meantime, be collecting a pail-
full of cathode rays. Filter these, using suction. Beat
them to a froth with two and three-quarters pounds of
green radium (the red variety is highly unsuitable for
the purpose of this experiment). Now stir in the
hydrogen ions one at a time. Drain the sodium and
pour into above mixture. Grind up the T. N. T. in
a mortar and add all at once. Thus the reaction
becomes catalyzed.
