How things appear to the speaker (relying on senses -usually visual)
V (stem)+% 9 72 (future action/state) “look as if (it’s going to ...)”
HOEANTHAZITE, /Db, LIRS ZEIIEA,
* If the speaker talks about himself, V has to be his own non-volitional future action/state,
including potentials/ability.
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V (stem)+Z H1Z (B) 2Rv>  “it doesn’t look as if...”
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Adj. (Root) + Z 9 72 “look” “appear” “look like”
7 Nominal + Z 9 7 “look” “appear” “look like” (*72 Nominal only!!)
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SP3 & L v\ (Adjectival): What appears to be true to the speaker, based on
indirect/second-hand information that the speaker has heard or read.
“Supposedly” “I hear/believe that...” “Apparently...”
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*Nominal & L\ can express that the subject possesses the qualities that are considered

natural/essential for N, “typical/ideal of N”
