Some LNS community members have had positive test results; they, and their close contacts, had 

to stay in quarantine.  

 

We encourage you to read the recent MIT Medical Department newsletter that talks about the 

upcoming holidays, in particular, the discussion of why getting tested before a family gathering 

may give us a false sense of security.

Please review the MIT 

regulations if your lab is at MIT and follow these and all additional requirements if you are at 

some other location.
