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To assess student ability to create and use models, students could be provided a card sort activity where specific types of organisms and matter need to be classified according to the processes in the carbon cycle that link them.  Students can demonstrate their ability to link different substances and organisms based on the model previously created. 

To evaluate data analysis skills students could be provided other climate and weather related data such as
