INDICATORS

The indicators in Coeus application follow the following logic:

These indicators are used for two reasons

1. To see if there is information in the corresponding table for the award or proposal.

2. To see if the information in the corresponding table has changed from the last sequence. 

Let us take an example of cost_sharing_indicator and Cost Sharing.

The first digit of the Indicator takes two values ( P or N). P says cost sharing Present for this award for this sequence. N says Cost sharing Not present. 

The second digit takes two values (0 or 1). IF 0, the cost sharing information in the cost sharing table has not changed from the previous sequence. If 1, the cost sharing information has changed in the current sequence. 

Whenever a New Entry (Modify at UCB) is done to an award, a new sequence number is generated for osp$award, osp$award_header and osp$award_amount_info  ( i.e a new row will be inserted to these tables with sequence_number + 1. )

The rest of the tables get a new sequence number only if there is a change in them. So the sequence numbers are not in sync. i.e for every sequence number in osp$award you don't have a sequence_number in osp$award_cost_sharing. The Max(sequence_number) in osp$cost_sharing for an award will be less than or equal to Max(sequence_number) in osp$award for the award.

Indicators are required only for those tables where the data is optional for an award (like, cost_sharing, IDC, payment_schedule etc) for the tables where the data is mandatory (like osp$award_investigator, osp$award_unit) we can always join with mit_award_number and take the row with max(sequence_number).
