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1. INTRODUCTION
This is a manual of guidelines for a set of questionnaires that will be used in a baseline survey for the evaluation of the National Solidarity Program (Dari: Hanbastagi Milli, Pashto: Milli Pawastoon). The main objectives of the evaluation are to assess how the National Solidarity Program affects village governance and the type of services that are available to community members. The Evaluation Team will rely upon data collected from interviews with members of communities to find out about the effects that the National Solidarity Program is having upon villages that receive the program. As the data collected by enumerators through interviews with community members is the primary basis by which the impact of the program will be determined, it is extremely important that all interviews are conducted in a professional manner and in accordance with the guidelines outlined in this manual. 
The Evaluation Team and the Vulnerability Analysis Unit will be conducting unannounced checks of enumerator performance to ensure that the procedures described in this manual are adhered to by you.
The baseline survey for the evaluation of the National Solidarity Program will consist of four separate questionnaires. These questionnaires are:
1. Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire: This individual questionnaire will be administered separately to 10 male heads of household in each of the 500 communities surveyed. The persons interviewed for the Male Head-of-Questionnaire are to be randomly selected from the village population by a procedure outlined below. The Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire consists of sections on infrastructure, community governance, community priority and projects; community trust and dispute resolution; as well as economic activities.

2. Male Focus Group Questionnaire: This focus- group questionnaire is to be administered in a meeting of 6-9 important men in the community. These important men may be members of the village shura, if one exists in the particular community, or village leaders, such as the Malik, Zamindar, Mullah, Mullawi, Khan, Beg, or Nawab. The Male Focus Group Questionnaire consists of sections on demographic information for the village, education, healthcare, electricity and water, community governance and female participation in community governance, community and project priorities, communal trust and dispute resolution, and income-generating activities.
3. Female Focus Group Questionnaire: This focus-group questionnaire is to be administered in a meeting of 6-9 important women in the community. These women may be wives of the members of the village shura, if one exists in the particular community, or village leaders. The Female Focus Group Questionnaire consists of sections on education and economic activities as well as healthcare provision and community projects. 
4. Female Individual Questionnaire: This individual questionnaire is to be administered to each of the female focus group participants. This questionnaire consists of sections on community governance, communal trust and dispute resolution. 
In order for this survey to be successful, enumerators must ensure that they are receiving truthful and accurate responses from respondents interviewed for the questionnaires. The respondents may wish to be polite and may just wish to give you the answers that they think you want to hear. However, if the responses we obtain through the questionnaires are not the truth, but just what respondents think the enumerator wishes to hear, the quality of the survey will be very poor. What you want to hear is the truth and what the respondent really thinks.  It is very important that you take all necessary steps to establish a good rapport and understanding with the individual respondents. You must take every step necessary to gain the trust of the respondent and ask the questions in a way that ensures a truthful and accurate response. 

The success of the survey and the evaluation depends on you, the enumerator. The way in which you ask the questions, explain misunderstandings, seek additional information when necessary, and record answers, are all equally important parts of the survey process. It is very important that you are polite in all your interactions with the respondent and members of the family. It is also important that you alert, attentive while you are conducting the interview. Finally, it is extremely important that you have studied this Manual of Guidelines and the Questionnaire Teleforms that you will be asked to administer. You must memorize each question in the questionnaires you are assigned to administer, understand fully the meaning of each question, know exactly where to record your response, and memorize the various answer choices. Unless you fulfil these obligations and administer the questionnaire(s) in the required manner, the quality of the survey and the whole evaluation will suffer as a result.
During your work on the Baseline Survey, this manual must be kept with you while you at all times. Although you are expected to have memorized the questions, potential answers, and all procedures related to your assigned questionnaire(s), this manual should be kept as a reference in case you need to consult it during one of your interviews.  If you have any questions while you are outside of Kabul conducting the survey, please consult with your designated Supervisor who will be able to answer your questions.
Once you are sent outside of Kabul to conduct the survey, you must expect that your performance will be regularly checked by the Monitoring Team. You will not know when these checks or will take place or the form by which the Monitoring Team will examine your performance. Accordingly, it is very important that you ensure that you are administering the questionnaire(s) correctly and according to the procedures described below. If a member of the Monitoring Team discovers that you are not administering the questionnaire(s) correctly, you will be removed from the Baseline Survey and will be prohibited from working again for the Vulnerability Analysis Unit.
2. TELEFORMS AND SURVEY PROTOCOL
In order to ensure that the data collected by you and other enumerators is quickly and accurately processed, you and other enumerators are to be given Teleforms on which to record the answers of the respondents. These Teleforms provide a summary of each question, a list of common answers to each question with corresponding bubbles, some blank spaces and blank boxes to record answers to other questions, and key instructions for answering some questions. The Teleforms are designed to be used to ensure that the necessary information for each question is accurately and clearly recorded.  The Teleforms aret to be used in conjunction with – and not instead of - this Manual of Guidelines. You should refer to the Manual of Guidelines to know how to ask the questions, but please only use the Teleform to record the answers to the questions.
In most cases, you are asked only to read out the question and not the answers provided. Once the respondent has given his or her answer, it is your job then to find the response that most closely matches those listed either in a table of “codes”, if applicable, or in the answers listed below the question on the Teleform. In the event that the answer provided does match any of the options listed, you should select “Other” and write-in the response if a blank box is provided for you to do this. 
In the event that the respondent or focus group participants do not understand the question or provide answers that indicate that they misunderstood the question, you should try first to explain the question using different wording from that in the question. For this reason, it is important that you understand clearly the meaning and purpose of each question in the questionnaire(s) you will be asked to administer. If you provide an explanation of the question using different wording and the respondent or focus group participants still do not understand, you should provide general examples which might help illustrate the question. These general examples should be different than the answers listed on the Teleform or in the table of codes. 
Enumerators must never, in any way, indicate to a respondent or focus group participant that a particular answer is desired. Respondents and focus group participants must be free to give the answer that they feel is appropriate and enumerators should never bias the answer by mentioning specific answer choices when reading the question, unless specifically directed by the guidelines or instructions. If you are found to be suggesting or mentioning particular answers before the respondent or focus group participants have had a chance to respond are in violation of the guidelines of the Baseline Survey. This may result in you not being paid for work you do on the Baseline Survey and may also result in you being prohibited from further employment with the Vulnerability Analysis Unit.

In the Teleforms, you will commonly find a list of answers for each question with an empty bubble to the right of the question. Unless otherwise specified by the Teleform and the guidelines, you should pick the answer(s) that best matches the respondent’s answer and fill in the bubble corresponding to that answer. It is extremely important that, where you asked to fill in a bubble, you fill in the bubble clearly and completely, ensuring that you do not make any marks outside of the bubble on the Teleform. If you do not fill in the bubble completely and clearly, your Teleform will be unable to be read by the machine in Kabul. If the machine in Kabul cannot read your responses, the Vulnerability Analysis Unit will consider that you have not administered the questionnaire correctly. 

Sometimes, instead of being asked to fill out a bubble to record a response, you will be asked to write-in a number or numerical code in a series of blank boxes (for example, a phone number or a code corresponding to a particular activity or job occupation), or will be asked to write-in a summary of the respondent’s answer in a blank box. In this case, please ensure that your write-in response in clear and lies exactly within the blank boxes. If your write-in answer is not clear, it will be unable to be read by the machine in Kabul. Again, if the machine in Kabul cannot read your write-in responses, the Vulnerability Analysis Unit will consider that you have not administered the questionnaire correctly.
Sometimes, a single question may ask you to fill out a bubble or write-in a response depending on the answer that the respondent provides. For example, a question in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire asks the respondent, “If two or more or members of the village have a hoququi dispute, what is the title or responsibility of the person who usually helps resolve this dispute?” If the respondent tells you the title or responsibility of the people who help to resolve disputes in the village, you are required to refer to the “Occupation Code Card”, find the titles or positions of responsibility that best match the respondent’s answer, and then record the numerical codes that correspond to these titles or positions of responsibility in the blank boxes. However, the respondent may answer that there are no people in the village that help to resolve disputes. In this case, you should mark the bubble corresponding to “No Such Person” and not enter any numerical code in the blank boxes. In many cases, if the respondent’s answer does not match any of the answers listed, you will be asked to mark the bubble corresponding to “Other” and then write-in a short summary of the respondent’s answer. 
Before selecting the bubble corresponding to “Other” and writing-in the response, please double check to ensure that the respondents answer does not match any of those provided in the Teleform or in the numerical codes, if applicable. This is another reason why it is very important that you memorize the questions and Teleforms that you will be asked to administer during the Baseline Survey. In the event that you do have to write-in a response, please ensure that your handwriting is clear and can be read easily by your supervisor and by the staff at the Vulnerability Analysis Unit in Kabul.
A number of questions have special instructions, such as [MARK ALL MENTIONED] or [MEMBERS OF THE SHURA / VILLAGE LEADERS]. These instructions are written on the Teleform in brackets and should not be read. In some cases, the instructions in brackets will provide a direction to you in how to record answers, such when the directions ask you to select all answers that are mentioned by the respondent. This direction is provided by the phrase [MARK ALL MENTIONED], which is placed directly below the question. In this case, you should follow this direction and mark all of the answers that best match the response given by the respondent. For example, Question 1.13 in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire asks the respondent, “What other languages do you know?” If the respondent answers that he knows Urdu and Pashto in addition to his native language of Dari, you should mark the bubbles corresponding to both Urdu and Pashto. If the respondent answers that he knows Pashto in addition to his native language of Dari, you should mark only the bubble corresponding to Pashto. In the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire and the Female Individual Questionnaire, where there is no direction to “mark all mentioned”, please select the one answer that best matches the answer given by the respondent. In the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and the Female Focus Group Questionnaire, please record all answers given by focus group participants, unless otherwise directed by the instructions. 
In other cases, the instructions in brackets ask you to use “codes” to record an answer. When this is the case, please refer to the table mentioned in the instruction and find the numerical code(s) which corresponds best to the answer(s) given by the respondent. Once you have identified the code, please enter the numerical code which corresponds to the answer(s) in the blank boxes provided on the Teleform. For some of the questions which refer to tables of codes to record the response, the table of codes is provided on the Teleform. For other questions, such as those that ask you to refer to the “Occupation Code Card” to record the response, you will have to consult a separate “Code Card” given to you and which should be kept by your side at all times during the interview. For example, the instruction in Question 3.22 asks you to use “Unjust Action Codes” to record the type of activities that village leaders of shura members did which the respondent did not agree with. If the respondent says that the shura members have confiscated land from villagers, you should record “21” in the first blank box provided. Do not record any additional responses unless provided by the respondent. Just leave these boxes blank. In order to ensure that you can find the code quickly and without unnecessarily prolonging the interview, please ensure that you memorize all the codes written in the Teleform and in the separate “Occupation Code Card”. Enumerators who fail to memorize the codes will be prevented from participating in the Baseline Survey and from other work with the Vulnerability Analysis Unit.
In some cases, instructions may appear in the middle of a question written on the Teleform. For example, one question in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire asks, “What was the most important thing that the [SHURA / JIRGA / VILLAGE LEADERS] did in the past year?” In this case, the instruction is asking you to pick the phrase (“Shura”, “Jirga”, and “Village Leaders”) that is most appropriate and to use only that phrase when asking the question. In an earlier question in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire, you ask whether there is a Shura or in the village or not. Thus, if there is a Shura in the village, you should ask the question in the following manner, “What was the most important thing that the Shura did in the past year?” On the other hand, if the respondent informed you that there was no Shura in the village, you should ask the question in this manner instead: “What was the most important thing that the village leaders did in the past year?” Further directions on how to ask each question are provided in the guidelines below.
In the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and Female Focus Group Questionnaire, most questions have two blank boxes to the left of listed answers or blank spaces. In these blank boxes, we ask enumerators to record the number of respondents who mentioned that answer during the discussion. For example, one question asks “How many rules and decisions for the community were made by the [SHURA / VILLAGE LEADERS] in the past year?” If two focus group participants discuss this question and decide that there were three rules and decisions made by the shura or village leaders during the past year, you should write-in “0003” in the blank box on the right and then write-in “02” in the blank box on the left. On the other hand, if two focus group participants discuss this question and cannot agree, with one person saying that there were two rules and decisions made and the other person saying that there were four rules and decisions made, you should write-in two responses: on the first line, write-in “0002” in the blank box on the right and write-in “01” in the blank box on the left; on the second line, write-in “0004” in the blank box on the right and write-in “01” in the blank box on the left. Further guidelines on this procedure are given in the sections on the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and Female Focus Group Questionnaire below.
Most of the answer choices in the questionnaires include the options, “Don’t Know”, and “Refuse to Answer”. However, these options should be used only in rare cases. For most of the questions, it is impossible that the participant(s) would be unable to at least provide a guess at the answer to the question. Thus, if the respondent answers “Don’t Know”, it is the responsibility of the enumerator to explain the question in further detail so that the respondent is able to provide an answer. Where the respondent says that he does not know the exact answer, the enumerator should explain to the respondent that an exact answer is not necessary and ask the respondent to simply make his best guess. The enumerator should only mark the bubble corresponding to “Don’t Know” if the respondent is mentally incapacitated and is unable to provide a basic estimate to the answer once the question has been fully explained using different words.

If a respondent says that he doesn’t want to answer a question, the enumerator should inform the respondent of the purpose of the question and provide an assurance to the respondent that his or her answers are completely secret and confidential. The enumerator should only mark the bubble corresponding to “Refuse to Answer” once the enumerator has explained the purpose of the question and assured the respondent of the confidentially of his responses and the respondent still says that he would prefer not to give an answer.
Once the Teleforms are returned to Kabul, the number of bubbles corresponding to “Don’t Know” and “Refuse to Answer” will be counted. Enumerators which have a large number of answers that are “Don’t Know” and “Refuse to Answer” across all their interviews will be considered to be in violation of the guidelines of the Baseline Survey.

3. ENTERING A VILLAGE
In each Enumeration Team, there will be three enumerators – two males and one female. These three enumerators will be responsible for administering the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire to 10 male heads-of-household in the village, administering the Male Focus Group Questionnaire to a group of 6-9 village leaders or members of the village shura, administering the Female Focus Group Questionnaire to a group of 6-9 wives of village leaders or members of the village shura, and also administering the Female Individual Questionnaire individually to each of the 8-12 participants in the Female Focus Group Questionnaire. 

In each Enumeration Team, the Female Enumerator will be responsible for administering the Female Focus Group Questionnaire and the Female Individual Questionnaire. The Senior Male Enumerator (as designated by the head of the Vulnerability Analysis Unit, Amanullah Assil) will be responsible for administering the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and in administering the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire to approximately four male heads-of-household in each village. The Junior Male Enumerator will be responsible for administering the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire to approximately six male heads-of-household in each village. In each village, the Enumeration Team must complete 10 Male Heads-of-Household Questionnaires, 1 Male Focus Group Questionnaire, 1 Female Focus Group Questionnaire, and between 6 and 9 Female Individual Questionnaires.
Upon entering a community, the three members of the Enumeration Team must record a reading of GPS coordinates on Section 0 of all Teleforms to be completed in that village (10 Male Heads-of-Household Questionnaires, 1 Male Focus Group Questionnaire, 1 Female Focus Group Questionnaire, and between 8 and 12 Female Individual Questionnaires). This GPS reading must be taken at the entrance to the village, which is defined by the position of the first dwelling encountering while travelling along the road used to enter the village. This GPS coordinate reading must be recorded precisely and must be the same on all Teleforms for that village.

The next thing that must be done by members of the Enumeration Team in each community is to introduce themselves to the village leaders or head of the village shura and to explain their activities in the village. This is an important step in order to find the village leaders or shura members that will participate in the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and the Female Focus Group Questionnaire and in obtaining permission from the village leader(s) to administer the questionnaires. The Enumeration Team should ask directions from villagers as to where to find the village leader(s) or head of the village shura and proceed immediately to find that individual. If no such person is said to exist or is away from the community, the Enumeration Team should find the next most important person in the community. 
Once this individual or another important person in the village has been found, the Senior Male Enumerator in the Enumeration Team should read the following script:
[COURTESIES & PLEASANTRIES] My name is [NAME OF SENIOR MALE ENUMERATOR], this is [NAME OF JUNIOR MALE ENUMERATOR] and this is [NAME OF FEMALE ENUMERATOR]. We are members of the Afghan Vulnerability Analysis Unit from Kabul. Our organization, the Vulnerability Analysis Unit, is interviewing people in villages across the province to try to find out more about conditions in rural areas. In this village, we are interested in finding out this information so that we can learn more about how conditions in the village are changed and have changed over the past years. 
It is very important that we find out what leaders of this village think about these issues. In order to achieve this, I would thus like to hold a group meeting with between eight and twelve of the most important men in this community. If there is a shura or jirga in this village, these men should be the eight most important members of the shura or jirga, plus any important people in the village not who are not members of the shura or jirga. If there is not a shura or jirga in the village, these important men may include the [MULLAH, MULLAWI, MALIK, ARBAB, KARYADAR, MIRAB, KHADADAR, KHAN, NAWAB, ZAMINDAR, QUMANDAN, AND TALIB {PLEASE SELECT TITLES USED IN AREA}]. I would be very grateful if you could help me identify these important people in the village and help us summon them for a meeting today to discuss the conditions in the village. We would also very much like for you to participate in the meeting.
In addition, [NAME OF FEMALE ENUMERATOR] would like to hold a group meeting with between eight and twelve of the most important women in this community. These important women may include the wives of the important men in the village who are participating in the meeting with I. Again, we would be very grateful if you could assist [NAME OF FEMALE ENUMERATOR] in locating these important women and summoning them for a meeting with her.

NAME OF JUNIOR MALE ENUMERATOR] will also be interviewing ten male heads-of-household in your community, in order to find out their views on conditions in the village. We have a special procedure for selecting these ten male heads-of-household, which he will be following.
Following the reading of the above script, the Senior Male Enumerator, Female Enumerator, and Junior Male Enumerator should do the following:

Senior Male Enumerator: The Senior Male Enumerator should remain with the village leader or head of the village shura to identify and summon the village leaders for the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and do whatever is suggested in order to convene the meeting for the Male Focus Group Questionnaire. The leaders of the village will have been informed a day or more before by the Supervisor that a focus group of village leaders and/or members of the shura is to be convened, so they should be expecting you and be prepared for the focus group. It is essential that the most important people in each village are convened for the male focus group. Please ensure that the most important people in each village participate in the focus group and that all of the participants have an important role in making decisions for or providing services to the village community.

Upon completion of the Male Focus Group Questionnaire and after taking photographs of the village infrastructure as directed in the guidelines for the Male Focus Group Questionnaire below, the Senior Male Enumerator should wait for the Junior Male Enumerator to conclude his next interview and then work with the Junior Male Enumerator to jointly conduct the remaining number of Male Heads-of-Household Questionnaires. That is, if at the time the Senior Male Enumerator concludes the Male Focus Group Questionnaire, the Junior Male Enumerator has finished six Male Heads-of-Household Questionnaires, the Senior Male Enumerator and the Junior Male Enumerator should split up the remaining four interviews between them. The Junior Male Enumerator should complete two of the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires and the Senior Male Enumerator should complete the other two Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires. Participants in all Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires should be selected by the Household Selection Procedure described in the guidelines for the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire below. In absolutely no circumstances should the Junior Male Enumerator or Senior Male Enumerator accept assistance from the village leader(s) or members of the village shura or jirga to select the individuals which are to be invited to participate in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire.
Female Enumerator: The Female Enumerator should do whatever is suggested in order to locate the important women in the village for the Female Focus Group Questionnaire. After the conclusion of the Female Focus Group Questionnaire, the Female Enumerator is required to individually administer, in private, the Female Individual Questionnaire to each of the participants in the Female Focus Group Questionnaire. In the event that the Female Enumerator does not have enough time to finish conducting all of the individual interviews, she should schedule specific appointment times during the following day with the remaining participants in order to complete the remaining interviews.
Junior Male Enumerator: Once the script has been reached to the village leader(s) or head of the village shura or jirga, the Junior Male Enumerator should say goodbye to the village leader(s) or head of village shura or jirga and proceed to implement the Household Selection Procedure as outlined in the guidelines for the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire below. In absolutely no circumstances should the Junior Male Enumerator or Senior Male Enumerator accept assistance from the village leader(s) or members of the village shura or jirga to select the individuals which are to be invited to participate in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire. Participants in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire are to be selected only via the procedure outlined in the guidelines for the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire below. Selection of participants by any other means is a violation of the survey procedure. Accordingly, any enumerators found to be not using the Household Village Selection Procedure to identify participants in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire are to be withdrawn from work in the Baseline Survey and prohibited from further work with the Vulnerability Analysis Unit (VAU). 
4. MALE HEAD-OF-HOUSEHOLD QUESTIONNAIRE
The Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire is to be administered to 10 different male heads-of-household in each village community. The objective of the household interview is to collect information on education, health, employment, as well as household assets, amenities and perceptions on community governance and trust. This data will be used for understanding household well-being as well as attitudes to community and local government. 

The Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire is to be administered by the Junior Male Enumerator and the Senior Male Enumerator. The Junior Male Enumerator is expected to administer the majority of the ten Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires while the Senior Male Enumerator is conducting the Male Focus Group Questionnaire. 
Once the Male Focus Group Questionnaire is concluded, the Senior Male Enumerator is expected to meet with the Junior Male Enumerator and split the remaining Male Head-of-Household interviews between them. That is, if at the time the Senior Male Enumerator concludes the Male Focus Group Questionnaire, the Junior Male Enumerator has finished six Male Heads-of-Household Questionnaires, the Senior Male Enumerator and the Junior Male Enumerator should split up the remaining four interviews between them. The Junior Male Enumerator should complete two of the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires and the Senior Male Enumerator should complete the other two Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires.

The Junior Male Enumerator and the Senior Male Enumerator must finish a total of ten (10) Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires in each village. Each of these interviews ten (10) interviews must be fully completed and not terminated prior to completion by the respondent. That is, all eight sections of ten (10) questionnaires must be completed in each village in order for the requirements of the Baseline Survey to be fulfilled. Ten (10) Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires must be completed regardless of the number of respondents who decline to be interviewed or terminate the interview prior to completion. If the Junior Male Enumerator and Senior Male Enumerator encounter more than 10 heads-of-household who decline to be interviewed or who terminate the interview prior to completion, he must call his assigned Supervisor immediately to inform him of the situation and await further instructions.

This questionnaire is designed to be answered by the male head-of-household and should only be conducted in households headed by men. That is, the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire should only be administered in households where the individual who is the principal earner and key decision maker is a man. If the principal earner is absent from the house for an extended period time - for instance, because he is working in a distant place outside the community - but still visits his home at least once a month, the male who looks after the family in the absence of the principal earner should be considered the male head-of-household and the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire should be administered to this person. 

Children below 16 years of age should never be considered household heads. In the event that there is no male over 16 years of age who is regularly resident in the household, the household should be considered to have no male head-of-household and the enumerator should move on to the next household selected according to the Household Selection Procedure described below.

HOUSEHOLD SELECTION PROCEDURE

In order to determine which households in the village will be approached to participate in the Male Heads-of-Household Questionnaires, Junior Male Enumerators and Senior Male Enumerators are expected to consistently and accurately apply the Household Selection Procedure. The Household Selection Procedure is designed to select a random and representative sample of men in the village to be invited for participation in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire. In order for this procedure to work well, it is important that you follow this procedure and do not approach the houses which you think look the nicest, or alternatively, look the worst. The Household Selection Procedure requires Junior Male Enumerators and Senior Male Enumerators to follow a number of steps. Any enumerators found to be not using the Household Selection Procedure to identify participants in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire are to be withdrawn from work in the Baseline Survey and prohibited from further work with the Vulnerability Analysis Unit (VAU).
The Household Selection Procedure is to be used to decide which dwellings are to be approached and consists of the following seven steps:

1. The Evaluation Team will assign a number, called a “Sampling Interval” to each village in which the Baseline Survey is to be administered. This Sampling Interval is the number of dwellings that the enumerator must walk past before approaching the dwelling and inviting the male head-of-household to participate in the questionnaire. The first step is to locate the “Sampling Interval” for the village in which you are from the “Sampling Interval List” that is provided to you.

2. The next step is to find the dwelling where you will start counting. The dwelling in which you will start should be randomly selected in each village. That is, it must be a different place in each village. The best thing for you to do in each village is just walk around the village for about 10 minutes without any direction in mind. In your walk, try to get an understanding of the plan of the village, but make sure that you walk in a different way in each village. In some villages, for example, you might walk straight ahead, while in others you might walk around in circles. After 10 minutes of walking, stop outside the nearest dwelling. This is your “Starting Point”.

3. Once you have identified the dwelling that is to be the “Starting Point”, you have to decide in which direction you are next going to walk. You should choose this in a random fashion – in some villages you should walk straight ahead, in other villages you should walk in the direction your back is facing, in others head left and in others head right.

4. Once you have decided in which direction you are to walk, you must then walk past the number of dwellings listed in the “Sampling Interval”. For example, if the “Sampling Interval” for a village is five (5), you must walk past four (4) dwellings, beginning with the dwelling that is your “Starting Point”. You should count dwellings on both your left and right-hand side as you walk. Once you have reached the fifth dwelling from the dwelling that is the “Starting Point”, you should approach this dwelling, ask to speak with the head-of-the household, and follow the procedures described in “Section CF: Consent Form” below. Alternatively, if the “Sampling Interval” is ten (10), you must walk past nine (9) dwellings before approaching the household and requesting the participation of the head-of-household in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire.

5. Once you have finished at this household (and all other households approached for participation in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire), you are to repeat Step 4 again. Regardless of whether the interview was conducted successfully or if the head-of-household, you must walk passed the number of dwellings listed in the “Sampling Interval”. You should walk in the same direction that you approached the dwelling in which you conducted the interview. 
6. Once you reach the boundary of the village, please turn around and follow a path different from that which you have already used. 

7. If you are in a small village and the application of the Household Selection Procedure causes you to return to a household which you have already completed an interview or otherwise approached to participate, please select the dwelling that is closest to this household. 

8. If you approach a household and find out that the resident is a member of the village shura (or is a village leader) and has participated or is participating in the Male Focus Group Questionnaire, please repeat Step 4 above, walking past the number of dwellings provided by the “Sampling Interval”. Unless you are in an extremely small village where this is unavoidable, members of the shura, village leaders, and other participants in the Male Focus Group must not be selected for participation in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire
9. Please continue to apply the procedures outlined in Step 4 above until you have successfully completed ten (10) Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires.
Enumerators are expected to follow the above steps rigorously and consistently. The application of the Household Selection Procedure will be checked by both Supervisors and the Monitoring Team.  In absolutely no circumstances should the Junior Male Enumerator or Senior Male Enumerator accept assistance from the village leader(s) or members of the village shura or jirga to select the individuals which are to be invited to participate in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire. Participants in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire are to be selected only via the procedure outlined in the guidelines for the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire below. Selection of participants by any other means is a violation of the survey procedure. Accordingly, any enumerators found to be not using the Household Village Selection Procedure to identify participants in the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire are to be withdrawn from work in the Baseline Survey and prohibited from further work with the Vulnerability Analysis Unit (VAU).
SECTION 0: INTERVIEW CODES

	All questions in section 0, except 0.04, 0.05 and 0.20, should be completed prior to the start of the interview. All questions, except 0.20, should be entered even if the head-of-household refuses to be interviewed, if there is no head-of-household in the selected dwelling, or if the head-of-household cannot be located.

	Record the date of the interview (month/day) in the 2007 calendar year. Do not record the date in the Afghani year of 1386.  For example if the date is 20th August, then enter “08” in the MONTH response field and “20” in the DAY response field. If you are unsure of how to record the date using the English calendar, please ask your assigned Supervisor for guidance. Please do not record dates according to the Afghan calendar.

	Enter the Enumerator Code provided to you by the Vulnerability Analysis Unit following the completion of the Training Schedule in Kabul. Please make sure you know and have memorized your Enumerator Code before you leave Kabul to begin work on the Baseline Survey.

	Enter the Supervisor Code provided to you by the Vulnerability Analysis Unit. Please note that the Supervisor Code may change during the Baseline Survey if your supervisor changes. Please use the Supervisor Code for the Supervisor that is assigned to your Enumeration Team for the village that you are surveying. If you are unsure of the Supervisor Code, please check with the assigned Supervisor.

	Record the exact time at which you “knock on the door” of the dwelling or introduce yourself to the first person of the household you encounter. In order to do this, please ensure that you have a working watch and that it is set at the correct time before leaving Kabul. At the end of the Training Schedule in Kabul, the head of the Vulnerability Analysis Unit, Dr. Amanullah Assil, will ask all enumerators and supervisors to synchronize their watches. Please make sure that you set your watch to the time specified by Dr. Assil. If you suspect that your watch is not working correctly, please contact your Supervisor.

	Record the exact time at which the interview finishes. This time should be the time that the respondent answers Question 8.16. If the respondent terminates the interview prior to completion, record the time that the respondent answered the last question before he terminated the interview. If the head-of-household refuses to be interviewed, record the time at which you leave the dwelling.

	Province name, province code, district name, district code, village name, and village code are all pre-filled on your questionnaire. Please ensure that you are filling in the correct pre-filled questionnaire for the village, district, and province that you are working in. If the name of the village in the pre-filled questionnaire does not match the village in which you are administering the questionnaire, please inform the Supervisor so that he may provide you with the correct pre-filled questionnaire. Please be sure to check the pre-filled questionnaires to ensure they are correct before leaving the Supervisor and the rest of the Enumeration Team to begin your interviews. 
If for any reason you lose the questionnaire for this village, blank questionnaires will be available. In these forms, you will be responsible for writing in all necessary information, including the names and codes of the province, district, and village. 	“In order to understand how conditions in the village are changing over time, we hope to interview villagers again after one year and then again after two years. Do you agree to participate in these interviews again in subsequent years?”

	If respondent says “No”, please thank him for his time and leave the dwelling. Mark the bubble corresponding to “No” in Question CF.02. In addition, please complete Section A in full before giving Teleforms and Consent Form to the Supervisor for checking. Once these steps have been done, please move on to the next household as selected by the Household Selection Procedure and administer the Male Head-of-Household Questionnaire. Please note that this interview is not to be counted as one of the ten (10) Male Head-of-Household Questionnaires required to be administered in each village.

	This question is not just a greeting or a formality question, asking the respondent how he feels, but rather it is a question that tries to find out about the degree of the respondent’s satisfaction with his present life condition. It should therefore be asked in a way that would guarantee a meaningful answer rather than just a standard positive response. All courtesies and pleasantries should have been exchanged during the initial meeting. By this stage of the interview, you should have established a rapport with the respondent and he should know that you are interested in finding out more about his actual feelings and life condition, rather than him telling you simply what he thinks you want to hear.

	“What was your year of birth?” [Approximately]

	Please record the year of the respondent’s birth in the four blank boxes provided. Please record the year using Afghan or Islamic calendar (e.g., 1585). Do not use the western calendar. 
If the respondent cannot remember his age, please ask him to give you an approximate year. If the respondent cannot give you an approximate year, try to ask him how old he was at a time of a major historical event (such as the overthrow of King Zahir Shah). Ask him whether he was born at the time of a major historical event and, if he was, how old he was at that time (was in primary school, high school, married or unmarried). Based on this information, attempt to estimate the respondent’s age.

	“What is your main occupation?”

	The main occupation is the income-generating activity that brings in the majority of the individual’s income or the activity that he spends most of his time during the day doing. When asking this question, please have the “Occupation Code Card” in front of you so that you can quickly locate the occupation or income-generating activity that most closely matches the answer given by the respondent. 
Once you have located the occupation or income-generating activity that most closely matches the answer of the respondent, record the two-letter code corresponding to that occupation or income-generating activity in the two blank boxes provided. If the individual completed primary school or received some primary school education, but did not attend secondary school at all, mark the bubble corresponding to “Primary School”. If the individual completed high school or received some high school education, but did not attend university at all, mark the bubble corresponding to “High School”. If the individual completed university or received some university education, mark the bubble corresponding to “University”. 
If the respondent answers “Madrassa” or indicates that his highest level of formal education came from some other religious authority, please mark the bubble corresponding to “Madrassa”. If the respondent indicates that he has never received any formal education and does not mention that he has attended a Madrassa or received another form of religious education, mark the bubble corresponding to “Did Not Attend School”.

	“What is the total number of people in the household?”

	The “household” is defined as those who usually take their meals from the same cooking pot and share the household assets. It may include non-relatives of the head-of-household, if they take their meals from the cooking pot of the head-of-household and share in the household assets. Any person who has stayed outside the house for six months or longer should not be regarded a household member. Guests are not household members, but domestic helpers residing in the household should be treated as household members. It is not necessary to live in the same room in order to be considered a member of the same household. However, if a room is divided into two parts by a partition and two families live separately in these two parts and take their meals form separately prepared dishes, they will be regarded as two households.
If the head-of-household does not know exactly how many people are members of the household, ask to him to make his best estimate. Once the respondent has provided an answer, please record the number of household members in the three blank boxes provided. Please be sure to write-in these numbers clearly and carefully so that they can be read easily by the Teleform machine in Kabul.

	“How many children under the age of 15 live in this household?”

	If the respondent does not know the age of his children, ask whether these children were born before or after the fall of the Najibullah government (or some other major historical event that occurred 15 years ago in 1992 or 1993) or the withdrawal of Soviet forces (which occurred 18 years ago in 1989). If the children were born before this event, they are over the age of 15 and so should not be included in the answer for this question. If the head-of-household does not know exactly how many people are children under the age of 15 live in the household, ask to him to make his best estimate. Once the respondent has provided an answer, please record the number of children under the age of 15 in the three blank boxes provided.

	“How many men over the age of 15 but under the age of 60 live in this household?”

	If the respondent does not know the age of the older people of the household, ask whether these people were alive during major historical events (such as the partition of India and Pakistan, which happened 60 years ago) and try to estimate their age based on this information. If the head-of-household does not know exactly how many men live in the household, ask to him to make his best estimate. Please follow the rest of the guidelines from the previous two questions, ensuring that the numbers are written-in clearly and carefully.

	“How many women over the age of 15 but under the age of 60 live in this household?”

	Please follow the guidelines from 1.06 and 1.07, ensuring that the numbers are written-in clearly and carefully.

	“How many people over the age of 60 live in this dwelling?”

	Please follow the guidelines from 1.06 and 1.07, ensuring that the numbers are written-in clearly and carefully.

	“What is the total number of households in the village?”

	Record the total number of households in the village. Make sure that the total number includes all returnees and kuchis that have been living in the village since the last harvest, or since the same time last year. Kuchi should only be included if they are living inside the village and not in the dasht or elsewhere.  As noted above, there may be more than one household living in a single dwelling. In addition, single households may live in multiple dwellings, but are counted as a single household if and only if they eat from a common cooking pot.If the respondent is not sure of the exact number of households in the village, please ask him to provide his best estimate.

	“Of the following options, which best describes your ethnicity?: Pashtun, Tajik, Hazara, Uzbek, Turkomen, or Other. [IF “OTHER”] What word best describes your ethnicity?”

	If the respondent mentions more than one answer – for example, claims that he is both a Pashtun and an Afghan – ask him to pick the one answer that he think best describes his ethnicity. Do not mark more than one response. If the respondent asks about the meaning of ethnicity, you should tell him that it is the group of people in Afghanistan he belongs to.If and only if the respondent answers, “Other”, should you ask him “What word best describes your ethnicity?” In addition to marking the bubble corresponding to “Other”, you should write his response in the blank space provided. Please ensure that your hand-writing is neat and can be clearly read by the staff in the Vulnerability Analysis Unit in Kabul. The respondent may respond that he doesn’t know what his ethnicity is. In this case, please explain the meaning of the ethnicity and ask him the question again.

	What is your mother tongue?

	The respondent’s “mother tongue” is the main language spoken by the individual. Usually, the respondent’s “mother tongue” is the language he spoke with his family when he was growing up. If the respondent mentions more than once answer – for example, if he claims that he speaks both Dari and Pashto – please ask which language he speaks best and mark the bubble corresponding to this answer. If the respondent claims that he speaks both languages with equal ability, ask him which language he spoke first while he was growing up. If the respondent claims that he learned both languages at the same time, select the language that the interview is being conducted in. Do not mark more than one response.
If the respondent claims he doesn’t know, even after you have explained the meaning of “mother tongue” or refuses to answer, please select the language that the interview is being conducted in. 	Knowing a language is to be interpreted as being able to conduct a conversation in that the language. If the respondent simply knows a few words in a language but cannot hold a conversation in that language, they do not know that language. In the event that the respondent knows more than one other language, please be sure to mark the bubbles corresponding to all of the languages the respondent claims to know.

You should only select one answer and if the respondent mentions a number of different sources, you should ask which of these sources provides most of the household’s drinking water. If the answer is ambiguous – for example, if the respondent mentions that a “hand pump” is the main source of drinking water for the household, but does indicate whether it is a public hand-pump or whether that hand-pump is located in the compound, please prompt for further detail. For example ask the respondent if the hand pump is public or if it is located within the compound. You should only select one answer. If the respondent mentions a number of different sources, you should ask which of these sources provides most of the household’s electricity. If the respondent’s answer does not match any of the answers listed on the Teleform, please mark the bubble corresponding to “Other” and write-in a summary of the answer in the blank space provided. Before doing this, however, please double-check to ensure that the respondent’s answer is not among those listed in the Teleform. If the respondent answers that the household’s electricity is provided by the “National Electrical Grid”, or if doesn’t know whether he has access to electricity (“Don’t Know”) or refuses to answer (“Refuse to Answer”), do not ask Question 2.09. Instead, please proceed directly to Question 2.10.

	If the respondent is confused about this question, please ask him how many households draw electricity from the generator or electricity source. If it just his household, mark the bubble corresponding to “This Dwelling”. If the number of households which draw electricity is most of the households in the village, mark the bubble corresponding to “Whole Village”. If the number of dwellings that draw electricity from the generator or electricity source is significantly less than the number of dwellings in the village but is more than one, mark “Shared Between Dwellings”. If the respondent’s answer does not match any of the answers listed on the Teleform, please mark the bubble corresponding to “Other” and write-in a summary of the answer in the blank space provided.

	“On average, during the past 30 days, how many days has electricity been supplied to your household?”

	Please note that even if the household has electricity for a few hours or minutes each day, this is to count as one day of electricity. For example, if the household has had electricity for one hour for the past 30 days, please write down “30” in the blank boxes provided. If the respondent doesn’t know, please ask him to take his best guess. If these in-kind payments occur at a frequency other than each month (for example, every year), please convert to the monthly value (by dividing by 12 in the case of a yearly payment, for instance). If the respondent answers that the household received no electricity during the past month, please select the bubble corresponding to “No Electricity Last Month”.

	This question asks whether the number of households with electricity has changed over the past year. If the respondent does not fully understand the question, please ask him to think back to this time last year. Of the options listed, “Healer” (Hakim) refers to individuals providing primary treatment or advice for illness in the community. They have no institutional education or formal training on treatment or medical science, but they knowledge and can offer practical treatment for basic diseases. If the respondent answers that no one would treat the family-member or that the family-member would be treated within the household (“No Source of Treatment”), if the respondent doesn’t know where the family member would be treated (“Don’t Know), or if the respondent refuses to answer (“Refuse to Answer”), please mark the corresponding bubble and then skip to Question 2.18. Where the name of the provincial centre and the nearest major city are the same (as in Herat, Balkh, and Nangarhar provinces), please do not read the name of the nearest major city twice. Instead, please ask, “Where do they receive treatment? In this village, in a village nearby, in [NAME OF DISTRICT CENTER], in Herat City, or somewhere else?” If the respondent mentions a number of different places where the sick family-member would receive treatment, please ask the respondent to select the one location where the sick family-member would usually go to for treatment. Please mark only the one bubble corresponding to the location where family-members usually go for treatment.

Please only select “Don’t Know” if the respondent has no idea about whether there has been a change in the ability of family-members and other villagers to access medical care. This should rarely be the case. If the respondent answers that there has been no change in the access of villagers to medical treatment (“Same”), if the respondent doesn’t know whether there has been a change (“Don’t Know) or refuses to answer (“Refuse to Answer”), please mark the corresponding bubble and then skip to Question 2.22. The respondent is allowed to provide the names of up to three (3) people. The respondent does not need to name all three (3) people – he may name only one (1) or two (2) people – but he should not name more than three people. If the respondent provides the names of more than three (3) people, ask the respondent to choose the three (3) people who have the most important roles in making decisions for the village community. Please write the name(s) provided by the respondent in the blank space(s) provided. Please ensure that your hand-writing is neat and can be clearly read by the staff in the Vulnerability Analysis Unit in Kabul. If the individual responds that a village shura, jirga, or some other authority makes decisions on behalf of the village community, please write “Shura”, “Jirga” or whatever authority is mentioned by the respondent in the blank space provided. If the respondent believes there is no person or group of persons in the village that make decisions on behalf of the village community, please mark the bubble corresponding to “No Such Person”.

Once you have located this, please record the two-digit number that corresponds to this occupation, title, position of responsibility, or authority in the two blank boxes provided. If the code is less than 10, please be sure to write-in both “0” and the number – for example, |  0  |  5  |. The respondent is allowed to list up to three (3) different people or authorities. The respondent does not need to name all three (3) people, but he should not name more than three (3) people. 	“Who is the person, group of persons, or authority most responsible for initiating development projects or cash-generating activities in the village? What is their title or responsibility?”

	If the respondent does not understand what development projects or cash-generating activities are, the enumerator should provide examples. A development project is intended to provide valuable services to all villagers and thereby improve their quality of life. Examples of development projects include irrigation projects, the purchase or construction of electrical generators, the rehabilitation of roads in or near the village, construction of school buildings, and training courses. Cash-generating activities are activities that increase the income of the village residents. These activities are intended to create more jobs or increase the salary of existing jobs. 

For this question, please follow the guidelines outlined above for Questions 3.02 and 3.03.

These councils meet to resolve problems in village communities, such as conflicts between villagers or land disputes. If the shura or jirga is composed only of leaders from the village where the respondent lives, please mark the bubble corresponding to “شورا / جرگه در قریه است”. If the shura is composed of leaders from the village where the respondent lives and from other villages nearby, please mark the bubble corresponding to “شورا / جرگه  با سایر قریه ها مشترک است”. If the membership of the shura changes from time-to-time and sometimes includes leaders from other villages in addition to leaders from the village where the respondent lives, please ask the respondent about the most recent meeting of the shura. If it included leaders from other villages as well, mark the bubble corresponding to “شورا / جرگه  با سایر قریه ها مشترک است”. If the respondent believes that the leaders in the village do not participate in a shura or if the village leaders have not participated in a shura meetings over the past five years, please mark the bubble corresponding to “شورا / جرگه وجود ندارد”.

That is, Questions 3.12, 3.13, or 3.14 should not be asked to the respondent if the answer to Question 3.11 indicates that there is more than one shura member or village leader in the respondent’s village, or if the respondent doesn’t know (“Don’t Know) or refuses to answer (“Refuse to Answer”).

Alternatively, if the respondent answered Question 3.10 by saying that the village doesn’t have a shura, that he didn’t know, or if he refused to answer, please ask “Are you or any members of your household village leaders?” For the purposes of this question, membership of the shura or village leadership should be defined as having a role in the decision-making process of the shura or village leadership. If applicable, membership should also be defined by regular participation in the meetings of the shura or village leaders.

	“What was the most important thing that the [SHURA / VILLAGE LEADERS] did for the village in the past year”

	For the purposes of this question, “the most important thing” should refer to that activity undertaken by the shura or village leaders which affected the largest number of people in the village or which had the most significant impact on the lives of people in the village. It is up to the respondent, though, to decide what he feels was the most important activity undertaken by the shura or village leaders. As in Questions 3.11, 3.12, 3.13, and 3.14, please adjust the phrasing of the question to reflect the answer of the respondent in Question 3.10.

For this question, you are asked to refer to the table of “Activity Codes” in order to record the answer provided by the respondent. The table of “Activity Codes” are located directly above Question 3.15 in the Teleform. The Table of “Activity Codes” is divided into four columns. In the far-right column, general activities – such as those relating to resolving disputes, providing religious guidance, or providing protection to the community – are listed. In the middle-right column, activities relating to community projects – such as irrigation works, improvements in medical treatment, construction of community buildings, or provision of electricity – are listed. In the middle-left column, activities relating to income-generating projects – such as projects to generate income for villagers in embroidery, carpet-weaving projects, or agriculture – are listed. In the far-left column, activities relating to training courses – in such areas as animal husbandry, carpet-weaving, or trade – are listed. 

If the answer of the respondent is vague, please prompt the respondent to provide further detail. For example, if the respondent answers, “Income-Generating Activities”, ask what type of activities these were. This question is designed to find how the respondent believes the shura members or village leaders make decisions. If the respondent indicates that the answer depends on the type of decision being made, ask him about important decisions made by the shura or village leaders, such as the type of development projects that should be implemented and where those projects should be located. If the respondent indicates that the decision-making process of the shura members or village leaders changes from time-to-time, ask him about the decision-making process of the shura members or village leaders recently – for example, in the past few months.

	“Do [SHURA MEMBERS / VILLAGE LEADERS] receive any payment from the villagers for their work for the community?”

	As in Questions 3.11 – 3.20, please adjust the phrasing of the question to reflect the answer of the respondent in Question 3.10. The question is designed to find out whether the shura members or village leaders receive a payment, either in money or in-kind or services, as a result of their position as shura members or village leaders. This payment does not need to come from all the people who live in the village and may be a voluntary contribution.  If the respondent does not understand the question, please ask him whether villagers regularly give a gift or other form of contribution to the members of the shura or to the village leaders. Explain that this gift or contribution may be in-kind (such as in the form of livestock or a share of the household’s harvest), in the form of labor time, or may be in the form of direct monetary contribution. 

If the respondent answers that shura members or village leaders receive no payment from the villagers for their work for the community (“No”) or if he doesn’t know (“Don’t Know”) or refuses to answer (“Refuse to Answer”), please mark the corresponding bubble and then skip to Question 3.24. If the respondent answers that shura members or village leaders do receive a payment from the villagers for their work for the community (“Yes”), please proceed to Question 3.22.

	This question asks about the frequency by which villagers pay a gift or contribution to the shura members of village leaders. If the respondent indicates that the frequency of payments change from time-to-time or from person-to-person, please ask him to tell you the frequency by which most of the people in the village have recently provided gifts or contributions. Please mark the bubble corresponding to the answer that most closely matches the answer.

	“What is the value of this payment?”

	This question asks about the amount that villagers pay to the shura members or village leaders for their gift or contribution. If the respondent cannot give you an exact amount, please ask him to estimate. If the respondent appears to not understand the question or appears reluctant to answer, please read a number of examples for the table of “Unjust Action Codes” - such as forcing people to marry against their will, confiscating property of villages, imposing unfair punishments, or engaging in embezzlement of funds directed to community projects -  and ask the respondent whether any of the shura members or village leaders have engaged in such activities recently. This is the reason that we are able to tell him that his answer is secret and will not be shared with anyone else.

If the respondent answers that shura members or village leaders have not made a decision or done something that he believed was unjust, unfair, not right, or which he otherwise didn’t agree with (“No”) or if he doesn’t know (“Don’t Know”) or refuses to answer (“Refuse to Answer”), please mark the corresponding bubble and then skip to Question 3.26. If the respondent answers that shura members or village leaders have made a decision or done something that he believed was unjust, unfair, not right, or which he otherwise didn’t agree with (“Yes”), please proceed to Question 3.25.

	For this question, you are asked to refer to the table of “Unjust Action Codes” in order to record the answer provided by the respondent. The table of “Unjust Action Codes” is located directly above Question 3.25 in the Teleform. As with the table of “Activity Codes”, the table of “Unjust Action Codes” is divided into four sections – General; Conflict-Related; Confiscated or Stole Assets or Property of Villagers; and Corruption. Prior to the start of the interview, please ensure that you have studied the “Unjust Action Codes” and are able to quickly and easily locate different activities mentioned by the respondent.

If the answer of the respondent is vague, please prompt the respondent to provide further detail. For example, if the respondent answers, “Corruption”, ask what type of corrupt activities these were. If the respondent does not know, record the code corresponding to “General” from the appropriate column. If the answer provided by the respondent does not match any of activities listed in the four sections, please select the code corresponding to “Other” in the one of the four columns that best matches the activity mentioned by the respondent. Before doing this, however, please double-check to ensure that the respondent’s answer is not among those listed in the Teleform. If the respondent mentions more than five (5) activities or decisions made by the shura or village leaders which he did not agree with, please ask him to select the five (5) activities which he disagreed with the most or which he felt had the most damaging effect on villagers.

Ask him how this person was selected to join the village shura or become a village leader and what qualities this person had which separated him from the rest of the people in the village. If there have no people which have joined the shura or became village leaders recently, please ask the respondent about how the current members of the shura or the village leaders came to hold their positions. Please mark all bubbles corresponding to those answers provided by the respondent.

	As in earlier questions, please adjust the phrasing of the question to reflect the answer of the respondent in Question 3.10. If the respondent does not understand the meaning of the question, please ask him about his most preferred means of selecting members of the shura or village leaders. That is, if was to choose how members of the shura or village leaders were to be selected, what procedure would he put in place. If the respondent’s answer is that the he prefers the current system, please mark the same bubbles as for Question 3.26.

If the respondent feels that the shura or village leaders are doing a good job and are making decisions which the respondent agrees with, then he might say he is happy with their work.
