Economics

The total income in 2009 was 60,490 THB (approx. SUS 1.97 billion), with the agricultural sector making up
14,787 THB (approx. SUS 482 million) of that total. The average income per person per year was 36,827 THB
(approx. SUS 1201) making it one of the poorest provinces in Thailand (71% place).

In 2010, the unemployment total was 21,986 persons.



The total value of the agriculture sector has been growing. The main agricultural products are rice, cassava,
sugar cane and timber.
